Held at the Merlin D. Bishop Center, Storrs November 12, 1981

The meeting was called to order at 11:17 a.m. by Chairman
aAndrew J. Canzonetti.

which were circulated to Board members earlier.

efforts to modify faculty fringe benefits
~at the Health Center. This effort arose
from the findings of the legislatively
created Committee on Health Center
Flexibility and has been conducted at the
request of the Health Center Advisory
Council and the Health Affairs Committee.
Dr. Mulvihill was asked to report his
recommendations on this to the Health
Affairs Committee in December.
