MINDTES OF THE MEETING
OF THE
BROARD OF TRUSTEES
THE UNIVERSITY OF CONNECTICUT
Held at the Merlin D. Bishep Center, Storrs November 12, 1982

The meeting was called to order at 11:10 a.m. by Chairman
Andrew J. Canzonetti. Trustees present were; Mrs. Bradlau,
Messrs. Brown, Cafero, Canzonetti, Crisceo, Dowling, Krogh,
Lownsay, Rich, Richter, and Stroh. Mrs. Kronholm and Mr.
Cunningham were present for the open session portion of the
meeting.

Trustees absent weaere: Governor 0O'Neill, Messrs.
D'Dliveira, Gamble, Klebhan, Shedd, and White.

University staff present were: Pregident DiBiaggio, Vice-
Presidents DiBenedetto, Gillis, Katz, Mulvihill and Wiggins,
Attorneys Kleinmanh and Shapiro, and Mr. Kimball.

All actions taken were by unanimous vote o0f the Trustees
present, except as otherwise noted.

I. &. On a motion by Mr. Crisco, seconded by Mrs. Bradlau,
THE BOARD VOTED to go into executive session for the
purpose of considering personnel matters, pending lit-
igation, and strategy and negotiations regarding col-
lective bargaining. The Chairman noted that the items
to be considered required staff information and
opinion and asked that the Minutes reflect that Pres-
ident DiBiaggio, Vice-Presidents DiBenedettc, Gillis,
Katz, Mulvihill and Wiggins, Attorneys Kleinman and
Shapiro, and Mr. Kimball were in attendance. All mem-
bers of the Bopard noted above were present at this
time. Items discussed and actions taken during Exe-
cutive Session were as follows:

Bradlau, THE BOARD VOTED to authorize The Uni-
versity of Connecticut, through its Vice~

Non~Profit Housing Development Corporation for
the Northwood Apartment complex, North Eagleville
Road, Mansfield, Connecticut. It is understood
that any agreement reqguires the approval of the
Board of Trustees, the Governor, the Commissioner
of the Department of Bdministrative Services, and
the State Properties Review Beoard. Additional
background on this topic is c¢ontained in BAgenda
Attachment L, 2a copy of which is attached to the
file copy of the Minutes.

Cafero and Richter voted in oppo-
sition to this action.

THE BOARD VOTED in accordance with the Uni-
vergity LAWS and BY-LAWS, to increase the
Tuition for 1983/84 by adding certain fee
items to the Tuition Fund account of the
University which were formerly included in
the General University Fee, effective with
the Summer Session and the Fall Semester,
1983. A copy of the document is attached to
the file copy of the Minutes.

THE BOARD VOTED to approve a tuition rate of
$75 per credit for all courses taken by ma-
triculated FEvening Divisicon Scheool of Law
students in the Evening Division and in the
Summer Session and a fee of $75 per credit
for all courses taken by any student who is
not matriculated in the Bvening Division to
be charged in the Extension Fund. A copy of
the document is attached to the file copy of
the Minutes.

THE BOARD VOTED to approve a revised Tuition
Fund budget and tuition rate for 1983-B4 to
be submitted to the Board of Higher Edu-
cation and to the Governor based upon fee
transfers to the Tuition Fund and an expen-
diture shift for the purchase of a new com-
puter.
