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MINUTES OF THE MEETING
OF THE
BOARD OF TRUSTEES
THE UNIVERSITY OF CONNECTICUT

Held at the Merlin Bishop Center, Storrs December 13, 1974

The meeting was called to order at 9:30 a.m. by Chairman
Gordon W. Tasker. Trustees present were: Mesdames Jorgensen,
Kronhoelm and Megsrs Puttner, Kozloski, McCormick, Stroh and
Tasker. Messrs Kleban, Nielsen, Rich, Shedd, and Taylor joined
the group at a later time. Trustees absent were: Governor Meskill,
Mr. Battles, and Mr. Bishop.

University staff present included: President Ferguson, Vice
Presidents Adams, DeHaan, Patterson, and Wilson, and Attorney Hill,
General Counsel for the University.

Actions taken were by unanimous vote of the Trustees present
except as otherwise noted.

1. President Ferguson commented briefly on the realities of the
loss resulting from the recent fire that destroyed the build-
ing that housed the Women's Center. He reassured the Board
that the program was continuing with a minimum loss in terms
of service.

2. The President called the Trustees attention to the digtributed
material describing the University's energy saving efforts
and the conservation strategy for the coming year.

3. Vice President Wilson noted that the report on professional
societies' relations with the professional schools was pre-
sented as a matter of information at this time. The adminis-
tration will be reviewing these inter relationships and
reporting to the Board should changes be desirable.

4, Vice President Wilson commented briefly on the administration's
commentary pertaining to the Trustees' Special Committee on
Admissions Report. The commentary was received by the Board
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and the recommendaticns will be reviewed jointly by the
Admissions Committee and the administration.

Vice President Wilson reported that a number of departments
are taking steps to consolidate their doctoral programs. He
called attention to the Department of Economics' reduction
in the listing of ten Ph,D., degree programs to one program.
The Board may expect that further reports of this nature
will be presented tO the Board's Academic Affairs Com-
mittee.

The President underscored the necessity of reviewing the
proliferation of programs and proposing reallocations on
the basis of strength.

On a motion by Mrs. Kronholm, seconded by Mr. Stroh, THE
BOARD VOTED to correct the paragraph pertaining to dormitory
room changes on page 5721 of the minutes of November 8, 1974,
to read as follows:

RESOLVED that, effective with the Fall semester,
1975, dormitory room charges be set at $300 to
$415 per semester, depending on the accommodations
provided. Providing that the administration of
the University review cost factors leading to this
increase and report to the Board of Trustees on a
guarterly basis so that, if there is a reduction
in the specific costs leading to the specific
increase in fees, an appropriate adjustment can be
made.

For the record, on a motion by Mr. Futtner, seconded by
Mr. Rich, THE BOARD VOTED to approve the appointments of
Dr. Donald Pet and Mr. Robert Luther as presented on page
5747 of the minutes of November 8, 1974 and in further
action to approve the minutes of the November meeting with
the above changes.

The main Library
on the Storrs campus has a contract for this service.
This cantract does not cover the Health Center and
the costs are for the purpose of providing a terminal
at the Health Center plus a usage charge.

(13) Agreement with the Veterans Administration Hospital,
Newington, Connecticut
Amount: The Veterans Administration will pay the
University of Connecticut Health Center for services
rendered. No cost to the Health Center.
Effective Dates: January 1, 1975. To be terminated
when services no longer required.
Purpose: The Veterans Administration agrees ito pay
the University of Connecticut Health Center for the
Procurement and care of animal subjects used in
animal research activities and for Veterinary Medical
Specialist Services provided by the Center for
Laboratory Animal Care.
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8. Mr. Taylor, calling attention to the Report on Responses to
the Housing Survey, stated that the material was presented
as a matter of information at this time. The housing needs
as reflected in this report will receive further consideration
by the administration.

9. Mr. Taylor reported that the Federation of Students and Service
Organizations had requested approval of a $1.50 activity fee
as a special fee to be assessed against summer students. The
Finance Committee had asked for further information regarding
the benefits to be derived by the summer students.

At this point, Vice President Adams distributed a letter dated
December 13th from Messrs Welsh and Cloud pertaining to the
services proposed for the summer students. President Ferguson
stated that the administration would study the matter further
and come back with recommendations at the January meeting of
the Board.

10. Mr. Taylor informed the Trustees that a new format summary
relating to financial aid and grants may be noted in forthcoming
agenda material. The Finance Committee has expressed its
pleasure with the new format.

11, Mr. Kozloski reported that the Capitol Area Health Consortium
Board has held two meetings since the last Board of Trustees'
mecting. A Finance Committee has been appointed and a Patients
Bill of Rights is being readied for eventual adoption by the
Consortium, The Executive Director of the Consortium, the
President of the Combined Hospitals' Alcoholism Program (CHAP)
and attorneys for the organizations have agreed that the
Consortium might adopt the endorsement of the continuation of
CIIAP and a study to improve its management and administrative
operations.

12, Mr. Kleban informed the Trustees that the Health Center Committee
had met last November 26 and also met earlier on that date with
the Legislative Review Committee. He commented on the closing
of McCook Heospital, the four week training program related to
the opening of the John Dempsey Hospital, and the interim
patient care arrangements with nearby hospitals. Mr. Kleban
alsc commented on recent efforts to complete the electrical
and mechanical requirements so that the new hospital will be
ready for opening on January Z20th.

Mr. Kleban noted that hereafter the minutes of the Health Center
Committee meetings will be distributed in advance of the full
Board meeting. The Health Center Advisory Council is consider=-
ing the question of the bussing of patients in the McCook area
to Farmington and a further report on this item may be expected
at the next meeting. The Faculty Practice I'lan was discussed

at length and the Committee will receive an analysis of the
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13.

monetary affairs of the package as compared with the projection
originally approved by the Board.

The possibility of engaging a Head of the Department of
Radiology is still being congidered. Student health services
for law, social work and graduate students at the Health
Center is an item of continued discussion by the Committee.

With respect to University Hospital and Staff By-Laws, Mr.
Kleban reported that the matter has been reviewed by Attorney
Hill and the administration. The By-Laws have been circulated
for study and evaluation and the Trustees may expect the
Committee's recommendation at the next Board meeting.

The Health Center Committee has agreed that there should be
a Hospital Chaplaincy program when the hospital is opened.

Mr. Klebkan also called attention to a proposed payroll title
change to apply to dental residents. On a motion by Mrs.
Kronholm, seconded by Mr. Rich, THE BOARD VOTED to approve
the following title addition to the salary scale:

"University Hospital Resident Dentist I or II"

At the Committee's request, Mr. Leming has prepared a con-
servation report relating to steps taken at the Health
Center to save on energy requirements. A copy of this
report will be forwarded to all Trustees.

Mrs. Jorgensen, commenting on the recent meeting of the
Commission for Higher Education, reported that the Commis-
sion heard Mrs. Lois Rice, Vice President of the College
Entrance Examination Board, discuss developments in Washington
regarding student financial aid. Mrs. Rice feels that the
Basic Economic Opportunity Grant has finally gotten off the
ground and in the future will be the most important wvehicle
for the distribution of federal monies to students, but
noted that several million dollars of the appropriation was
not used, probably because students and counselors do not
know encugh about the program. She feels that the trend

of the future will have to be federal-state cooperation,
with the states picking up the difference as federal funds
diminish, and pointed out that federal programs are geared,
other than resgearch funds, to support of students. All pro-
grams are based on need. Mrs. Rice suggests that costs
other than tuition and feegs should be supported, such as
board and room, personal expenses and lost income, She
feels that this would egualize costs since tuition and fees
are relatively equal in private and publie institutions. The
Trustees should watch progress of this, as she called it,
"Rice Proposal,” with interest.

The Commission approved the University's fee increases and
expressing concern that there are no firm Commission guide-
lines for consideration of financial matters relating to
institutions, decided to develop through the Commission
chairman, Mr. McGannon, the chairman of the Fiscal Policy
Committee, Mr. Jeffries, the Commission staff and the
Subcornmittee on Coordination of Planning guidelines for

the development of constituent unit budgets and procedures
for considering increases in fees and tuition.

Mrs. Jorgensen distributed copies of the Commission's
legislative program for the year. She noted that it
includes acceptance by the Legislature of the goals for
higher education as outlined in the Master Plan.

Under the section on Public Act 140, it is proposed that
this act be amended to allow the use of public funds to
support cooperative ventures of public and private coclleges.
This amendment may fund the proposed Regional University in
Southwestern Connecticut. Trustees have a copy of this
report and Mrs. Jorgensen urged a re-reading, since it
implies discontinuation of the Stamford Branch expansion

and substitution instead of a sort of university without
walls in which tax money would be used to give, potentially,
university degrees to students who would attend private
institutions, fund portions of their faculties, set up a
television network to give courses in rented stores,
factories, etc., give credit for work experience, and a
whole spectrum of "different"” educational concepts. Mrs.
Jorgensen requested that a portion of the Board's January
meeting be devoted to study of this proposal.

The CHE recommended favorably for coordination our M.S.
program in Ocean Engineering at the Southeastern Branch,
reported favorably for information purposes our designation
of Geophysics as a Ph.D. field of study and approved our
name change in the Center for Instructional media and
Technology and our departmental reorganization in the
College of Agriculture. Plant Science change to Natural
Resources Conservation. '

During the discussion, reference was made to 20 year bonding
vs, 30 vears for dormitories and Chairman Tasker suggested
that Mr. DeHaan review the longer term dormitory bonding
possibility in order that the Board be reassured of its
previous understanding that the 30 year costs are prohibitive.

Mrs, Jorgensen, reporting as Chairman of the Personnel
Committee, informed the Trusteeg that the Ccmmittee has
held one meeting and outlined the goals of the Committee.

Mrs, Kronholm, as Chairman of the Committee on Academic
Affairs, noted that the Trustees had received descriptive
material pertaining to a proposed Bachelor of General
Studies degree program designed to meet the needs of
mature, motivated persons in an individualized way on a
predominantly part-time basis. Acting on the motion by
Mrs. Kronholm, seconded by Mrs. Jorgensen, THE BOARD
VOTED to approve the following: That the Board approve
in principle the general outline of the program as
presented and that the Board approve the offering of a
new program leading to the degree of Bachelor of General
Studies, the program to be offered through the Divisicon
of Extended and Continuing Educatiocon.

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18. Mrs. Jorgensen, referring to the opening of the University
hospital next manth, suggested that the Board set a date
in January to meet and serve as the Hospital Board. Mr. Kleban
remarked that the necessity of having a separate Board had
been discussed at the recent Health Center Committee meeting
and was incorporated in the proposed Hospital By-Laws which
are to be presented at the next Board meeting for approval
by the Trustees. He added that the proposed By-Laws suggest
that the Board of Trustees serve as the Board for the John
Dempsey Hospital. At the conclusion of this discussion, it
was agreed that a Hospital Board meeting would be held on
the same day of the Board of Trustees meeting in January.

19. Mr. Kleban reminded the Trustees that when the School of
Medicine guidelines were approved by the Board last year,
the appendix relating to the periodic review of departmental
activities was not included. Modifications have been made
in this appendix that would provide the opportunity for a
department head to return to academic purasuits within the
department he previously served.

After lengthy discussion of the Board's commitment, Mr, Stroh
moved that the Board approve the proposed Appendix F with
the exception of the last paragraph that states: "When a
department head retires from administrative service after
one or more terms of service, to return to more concentrated
academic pursuits, his service should be recognized by a
commitment of the University to provide space for these
academic activities within the department in which he has
served," with the understanding that the Commitment to a
Retiring Head be reviewed by the Health Center Committee

and reported back to the Board at the next meeting. Mr.
Futtner seconded Mr. Stroh's motion.

Mr. Taylor proposed an amendment to the motion that, upon
request, complete copies of the periodic review be made
available to the Vice President of the Health Center, the
President of the University and the Becard of Trustees.

Mrs. Jorgensen seconded the amendment proposed by Mr. Taylor.

In the vote on the amendment, Trustees Futtner, Jorgensen,
Kleban, Kozleski, and Taylor registered in favor. Trustees
Kronholm, McCormick, Nielsen, Rich, Shedd, and Stroh
registered in opposition., Chairman Tasker declared the
amendment was lost.

Acting on the original motion, THE BOARD VOTED to approve
Mr. Stroh's motion as presented above.
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Chairman Tasker declared a short recess at 11:35 a.m. After
reconvening at 11:45 a.m., on a motion by Mr. McCormick,
seconded by Mrs, Kronholm, THE BOARD VOTED to go into
executive session, The Board took the following actions:

(A) The Trustees discussed in some detail the
recent projections of economic conditions
in the State and the effect on the University's
fiscal coperations,

(B) Mr. Taylor, as Chairman of the Finance Com-
mittee, reported that despite the major
energy conservation efforts at the Health
Center, the estimated utility costs for
1974-75 reflect a deficiency of approximately
$400,000. On Mr. Taylor's motion, seconded
by Mr. Kleban, THE BOARD VOTED to authorize
the administration to file a deficit funding
request in an amount up to 5$400,000.

(C} The meeting was recessed for lunch at 12:30 p.m,.
{Mr. Tasker left the meeting at this point in
time}. The meeting was reconvened at 1:40 p.m.
with Vice Chairman McCormick presiding,

(b} Dr. Patterson spoke of the possibility of pro-
viding health service for all students within
the University, coupled with the necessity of
establishing a rational policy which would be
responsive to variations in problems related
to the services to be provided, the operational
costs and the availability of services on
different campuses,

The Trustees discussed at great length the basic
and changing elements of student health services
and the need for further investigation of the
matter of providing services at off-campus loca-
tions. Mr. Stroh presented the motion that the
Board consider the health services to be rendered
at Storrs and defer any action with reference to
medical services on the other campuses. Mr. Rich
seconded the motion by Mr. Stroh.

Mrs. Jorgensen's motion to table this matter,
seconded by Mr. Futtner was lost. Trustees
Futtner, Jorgensen, Kleban, and Nielsen favored
the tabling action, whereas, Trustees Kozloski,
Kronholm, Rich, Shedd, Stroh, and Taylor were
opposed.
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Acting on Mr. Stroh's original metion, THE BOARD
VOTED to approve the motion as previocusly stated.
Trustees Futtner, Kleban, Rich, Shedd, Stroh,

and Taylor voted in favor of the motion.

Trustees abstaining were Mrs. Jorgensen, Mrs.
Kronholm, and Mr. Kozleoski. Mr. Nielsen
registered in opposition to the action,

Noting that it was the intention of the Beard

to come up with a more eguitable program for the
University as a whole, Mr. Klekan presented the
motion: that the existing action passed by the
Board be modified to include the following:

That it is the intention of the Board of Trustees
to develeop and implement a program for the Uni-
versity at large which will be fair and equitable
to students at Storrs; and for the purpose of
thereafter developing an equitable program for
students at off-campus locations. Mr. Nielsen,
upon seconding this motion, withdrew his negative
vote on the previous Board action.

In the discussion, Mrs. Jorgensen moved that the
matter be tabled and referred to the administra-
tion for further study. Mr. Kozloski seconded
Mrs. Jorgensen's motion to table, On the vote
to table, Mr. McCormick declared the motion was
lost, noting that only Mrs. Jorgensen and Mr.
Kozloski favored the action and the remaining
Trustees registered in opposition.

Acting on Mr., Kleban's motion to modify the
previous vote of the Becard, THE BOARD VOTED to
approve the modification as stated above.

Mr. Taylor reported the Finance Committee's
recommendation that the services of Sasaki,
Dawson, DeMay Associates be engaged to assist
the administration in a review of the Univer-
sity's 1965 Master Plan, given the reality of
University growth and the need to prepare a
planning and design overview for Board consid-
eration next May.

After further discussion, Mr. Taylor moved that
the administration be authorized up to $10,000
to employ the Sasaki, Dawson, DeMay Associates
to assist with the planning for the adaptation
of the Master Plan for the presentation at the
Board meeting next May. Mrs. Kronholm seconded

Mr. Taylor's motion.
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Mr. Stroh proposed an amendment that the matter
be deferred and tabled for three months., Mr,
Kleban seconded the amendment proposed by

Mr. Stroh. 1In the vote on the amendment, Chair-
man McCormick declared the amendment motion was
lost. Trustees Futtner, Jorgensen, Kleban, and
Stroh registered in favor of the amendment.
Trustees Kozloski, Kronholm, Nielsen, Rich, Shedd
Stroh, and Taylor opposed the action.

Acting on Mr. Taylor's original motion, THE
BOARD VOTED to approve the motion as stated
above. Trustees Jorgensen, Kozleoski, Kronholm,
Nielsen, Rich, Shedd, and Taylor voted in favor
of the motion. Trustees Futtner, Kleban, and
Stroh opposed the action.

As a related item of consideration in the Uni-
versity's long range plans, Mr. Shedd offered a
modification of the previously approved action
that among the considerations given to plans,
both Master Plan and interim planning activities,
that due consideration be given to changing enerqgy
requirements, environmental requirements, economy
and possible shifts in program priorities. Mr.
Shedd's motion was seconded by Mr. Nielsen. THE
BOARD VOTED to approve Mr. Shedd's proposed modi-
fication.

(F) Vice President Wilson reported briefly on the
status of faculty disciplinary proceedings.

(&) Vice President Wilson commented on the University's
latest efforts to obtain an enrollment allocation
or quota for Connecticut residents in the School
of Veterinary Medicine at the University of
Pennsylvania, It was the sense of the Board that
the administration should continue its efforts
to secure firm contract data.

(H) President Ferguson referred briefly to University
proposed bills to be submitted for consgideration
by the 1975 General Assembly. It was agreed that
this item should appear on the agenda for the
Board meeting next month.

(I) ©On Mr. Nielsen's motion, seconded by Mrs. Kronholm,
THE BOARD VOTED to approve for purpoges of the
State Auditors, a formal list of actions already
taken on reassignments, appointments, salary increases
and leaves of absence without pay.
