Held at Southeastern Branch July 16, 1969

The meeting was called to order at 10:15 a. m, by Chairrman John J, Budds,
Board memnibers present were: Messrs, Bishop, Budds, Donahue, Gill, Holt,
Mazxcy and Nielsen,

Vice President and Mr, Evans, Vice President for Financial Affairs,

All acticas taken at the meeting were by unanimous vote of Trustees present,
1. Mr. Budds congratulated Mr. Ellis Maxcy upon his reappointment by

Governor Dempsey te a second term on the Board and Mr. Carl Nielsen
upen his re-election to a second term as an alumni representative on the

Board,
2, THE BOARD VOTED to re-elect the present officers for the coming year:
Chairman - John J. Budds
Vice Chairman -~ Ellis C, Maxcy
Secretary ~ Merlin D. Bishop

3. THE BOARD VOTED to approve the minutes of the meeting of June 18, 1969,
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President Babbidge asked Dr, Peter Dehlinger, Director of the Institute
of Marine Sciences, to comment on recent developments at the University
in Marine Sciences, Dr, Dehlinger informed the Board that five scientists
and supportive staff have joined the Institute to date and additional

staff will be joining the Institute over the next two years, Research
activities he stated will be conducted along the Connecticut coast, Long
Island Sound and the Continental shelf, Dr, Dehlinger also commented
briefly on the renovation of the old Coast Guard Training Station Infirmary
which serves as the principal research facility for the Institute.

Chairman Budds in thanking Mr. William O'Hara, Director of the University's
Southeastern Branch, for another cordial reception, called for a progress
report on the second year of operations as a two-year undergraduate center.
Mr. O'Hara reported that 350 full-time students are expected in September
and approximately 100 additional students are expected on a part-time bhasis.
Considerable progress was also reported by Mr. O'Hara in the remodeling

of several key facilities at the Branch.

In response to an invitation by Dr. Edwin Kersting, Dean of the College of
Agriculture, the Trustees agreed to schedule the September meeting of the
Board in the conference room of the College of Agriculture and Natural
Resources at Storrs.,
