MINUTES OF THE MEETING

THE UNIVERSITY OF CONNECTICUT
Held in Storrs November 20, 1968

The meeting waa called to order at 10:05 a. m, by Chairman John J. Budds,
Those present were: Messrs, Bishop, Budds, Fuller, Gill, Holt, Maxcy, Nielsen,
McCormick and Waller,

All actions taken at the meeting were by unanimous vote of trustees present.
1. THE BOARD VOTED to apprave the minutes of the October 16, 1968 meeting.

THE BOARD VOTED to approve the following revision of Article XL 10
of the Board's Laws, By-Laws and Rules, as recommended by the Uni-
veraity Senate and presented at the Board meeting on Qctober 16, 1968,

(see Iterm 6, page 4008 of the meeting of October 16, 1968).

The Trustee-Administration-Faculty-Student Committee shall
be composed of three members of the Board of Trustees, the President,
the Provost and Academic Vice President, the Vice President for Financial
Affairs, the seven faculty members who constitute the Senate Executive
Committee, the President of the Asscciated Student Government, the Vice
Pregident of the Associated Student Government, the President of the
Associated Women Students' Government, and the President of the Grad-

uate Student Council,

THE BOARD VOTED to lay on the table until the December meeting the
following recommendations of the University Senate concerning Article
XF 1l and Article XF 3 of the Board's Laws, By-Lawsg and Rules:
Article XF |

The elected members of the Senate shall include the seven members
of the Senate Executive Committee: one of these also shall be Secretary of
the Senate Executive Committee. These seven shall be elected by the Senate
from the Senate membership. Flections for the Senate Executive Committee
shall take place during December of each academic year. Those elected
shall take office on July 1. The Secretary of the Executive Committee shall
be elected before other members of the Senate Executive Committee are
elected. The first election to the Senate Executive Committee will take place
in December 1968, At that time the Secretary of the Executive Committee
and two other members of the Senate Executive Committee will be elected
to three-year terms, two members to two-year terms, and two members
to one-year terms. All further elections shall be for three-year terms,
except in cases in which a vacancy occurs on the Executive Committee, in
which case the election would be for the remainder of the term associated
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with the vacancy. Thus the Executive Committee shall consist of three

clagsea, with three, two, and two members respectively. No school or
college shall have more than one representative in any given class. No
member of the Executive Committee shall be eligible for re-election to
the Committee during the academic year in which he finigshes serving a

full term.

Other elected members of the Senate shall serve for a term of
three years and are eligible for re-election, except that a member who
has completed two consecutive three-year terms shall be ineligible for
re-election to serve during the year which immediately follows his period
of consecutive service (which may have been extended by virtue of elec-
tion to the Senate Executive Committee}, Elected members of the Senate
other than the Executive Committee shall be divided into three classes,
as equal as possible; and one class shall be elected each year., All full-
time members of the professional staff having the rank of instructor or
above belonging te the constituencies named below shall be eligible for
membership in the Senate, and to vote in these elections, except that no
member of the staff shall vote for Senate members or stand for office at
the first regular election following his appointment to the staff. Members
of the staff who have resigned effective before the next academic year or
who have received terminal letters shall not stand for election or vote,
Elections shall be held in January and February and shall be conducted
by secret ballot. Members take office on July 1.

The Provost shall retain on file the number of votes cast for
each candidate in each constituency for each annuzl class whose term
has not expired. He shall designate the available candidate with the high-
est vote at the last previous election in the proper constituency as the
alternate to replace any Senator whose place will be vacant in any semes-
ter because of resignation, retirement, or leave of absence from the
University. Priority in case of tie votes shall be determined by lot, Such
alternates shall be designated for one semester at a time and at the begin-
ning of the semester unless the vacancy occurs later,

For the purpose of electing members of the Senate, the faculty
ghall vote in separate elections according to the following divisions:

.i. The faculty of the Torrington Branch shall elect cne mem-
ber of the annual class of senators elected in 1969 and every third year
thereafter.

j- The faculty of the Scutheastern Branch shall elect one member
of the annual class of senators elected in 1969 and every third year there-
after.

Article XF 3

The President of the University shall be chairman of the Univer-
sity Senate. In the absence of the President, the Provost shall preside.
In the absence of the President and the Provost, the Secretary of the
Executive Committee shall preside.

A recording Secretary of the Senate, elected by the Senate, is
normally responsible for taking minutes of Senate meetings, and distri-
buting these to the professional staff. The Senate Executive Committee
is responsible for organizing and coordinating the business of the Senate
and of Senate committees. To this end it shall maintain a clerical staff
and an office, It shall distribute an agenda for each Senate meeting to
the professional staff at least five days before the meeting. {Items of
an extraordinary nature may be considered at a Senate meeting which
have not been included in the agenda for that meeting.} It shall receive
the reports of Senate committees before they are forwarded to the Senate.
It also shall be available to be consulted as the voice of the Senate,
especially in reference to resolutions of the Senate which are designed
to be transmitted ultimately to the Board of Trustees. Its members
shall also constitute the faculty membership of the T. A. F. 5. Committee.

The Board received copies of the communication addressed to the mem-
bers of the Board by Mr. E. Lansing Pruyn expresasing his concern
about the anti-war demonstrations on campus.

Mr. Nielsen's motion to go into executive session, seconded by Mr. Maxcy,
was approved unanimously by the Trustees. While in executive session,
the Board took the following actions:
