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MINUTES OF THE MEETING
OF THE
BOARD OF TRUSTEES
THE UNIVERSITY OF CONNECTICUT

Held at the Merlin D. Bishop Center October 12, 1973

In the absence of Chairman Tasker, the meeting was called to order
at 9:30 a.m. by Vice Chairman Joseph McCormick. Trustees present were:
Mesdames Jorgensen and Kronholm and Messrs. Kleban, Kozloski, Macdonald,
McCormick, Ross, Stroh, and Taylor. Trustee Battles joined the meeting
at a later time. Trustees absent were: Governor Meskill, Messrs.
Bishop, Lupton, Niclsen, and Tasker.

Administrative cofficials present were: President Ferguson, Provost
Gant, and Vice Presidents Patterson and Wilson,

In the abscnce of Mr. Nielsen, Mr. McCormick asked Mr. Bailey to
record the minutes of the meeting for the Secretary.

All actions taken were by unanimous vote of the Trustees except
as otherwise noted.

1. THE BOARD VOTED to approve the minutes of the meeting of Septem-
ber 14, 19873.

2. Mr. McCormick welcomed Acting Commissioner of Education,
Dr, Maurice J. Ross, to his initial meeting as a Trustce member of
the Board. Mr. McCormick congratulated Trustee Macdonald upon his
new appcintment as Executive Secretary of the Commission on Special
Revenue,

3. During the review of the propcsed changes in the By Laws of the
Schoel of Medicine which had been tabled at the September BRoard
meeting, Mr. Taylor repeated his previcus objection that the
initial wording of the By Laws gave the faculty council policy ,
making powers that belonged to the Board. Underscoring the need o/
for the Board's review of the present guidelines, Mr. Taylor,
in accepting a modification by Mr. Macdonald, moved that further
consideration and implementation of proposed changes in the By Laws
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be deferred and that a committee of three, which is to include
Mr. Taylor, be appointed by the Chairman to review the guide-
lines for the operation of the School of Medicine and report
further on the matter at the November meeting of the Beard.

Mr. Stroh, suggesting a memo of clarification from the adminis-
tration, moved an amendment to table the matter for one month,
The amendment was lost with only Mrs. Kronholm favoring the
motion and Mr. Stroh abstaining.

THE BOARD VOTED to approve Mr. Taylor's motion as stated above.
Trustees Jorgensen, Kleban, Kozloski, Macdonald, Ross, and
Taylor voted in favor of the action. Trustees Kronholm and
Stroh registered in opposition.

On Provost Gant's recommendation, THE BQARD VOTED to waive the
University's right to royalties and authorized the administra-
tion to proceed with the executien of the IBM agreement -

Dr. Greene's research grant entitled "Corrosion Characteristics
of Noble Metal Alloys."

Provost Gant informed the Trustees that the University is
undertaking measures to reduce fuel and other energy costs and
specific steps will be announced in about a week.

Provost Gant, noting that the Commission for Higher Education
had asked the administration to identify University needs for
$1.6 million additional budget money, indicated that $£950,000
would be listed for salary adjustments, $275,000 for contractual
services, $5168,000 for equipment, $100,000 for student financial
aid and the balance for support perscnnel.

Mr. Gant added that $500,000 identified for the Health Center
would be related to the costs of the clinical moves to Farmington.
The Trustees may expect to receive a copy of the administration's
communication to the Commission for Higher Education on this
matter,

Provost Gant also informed the Trustees that they may expecct a
report at a later time on an additional University Title VI
review by H.E.W.

President Ferguson commented briefly on the impact of the Univer-
sity within the State in the next 5 to 20 years and described as
vital the need to respond to increasing external considerations
and vested interests.

The President also informed the Trustees that Governor Meskill

had accepted the Student Union Board of Governor's invitation to
participate in a program scheduled for the evening of Octobher 18th
at the Jorgensen Auditorium.

In his report on the search for a Vice President for Financial
Affairs, President Ferguscn stated that the 200 applicants have
been narrowed to five candidates, including one woman. The
President added that the candidates will be screened further and
a final candidate or candidates will be presented to the Board
by the end of the month.

Mr. Macdonald expressed his disappointment in noting that the
Chairman of the Finance Committee has not been consulted or
involved in the screening deliberations. Mr. Kleban suggested
a joint Administration/Trustee Finance Committee review of the
final candidates prior to the presentation of a recommendation
to the Board.

President Ferguson reviewed the Board's previous considerations
of Conn PIRG since last April. The President referring to the
latest proposal prepared by an ad hoc committee chaired hy.

Dr. Hopkins, Special Assistant to the Provost, indicated the
Conn PIRG fee would be included in the University's total fee
bill and collected unless a student indicated with a negative
check mark that he did not wish to contribute to the Conn PIRG
program. (A copy of the proposal is attached as an item of
record) .

President Ferqgquson noted that the proposal presented no adminis-
trative or legal problems and the University's added accounting
costs would be borne by Conn PIRG. He also identified three
policy matters to be considered:

(L) the precedent set by the proposal
(2} the voluntary nature of the fee collection
{3) the essence of the PIRG plan

During a lengthy discussion of the proposal, the Trustees raised
various alternatives to the proposed method of fee collection,
such as a "positive check off" and a separate card to be included
in the hilling envelope.

Mr. McCormick declared a 5 minute recess at 11:30 a.m. When the
meeting was resumed at 11:35 a.m., Mr. Stroh moved approval of
the Conn PIRG proposal on the condition that the University bill
reflect only the total University charges of $872.50 with a
notation thereon that if the student wishes to join Conn PIRG-
UCenn, the student must submit a separate $2 check payable to
Conn PIRG-UConn with the understanding that these checks are to
be turned over to Conn PIRG-UConn when the organization is
acceptable to the administration. Mr. Macdonald seconded this
motion and after subseguent Trustee discussions withdrew hisg
second. After Mr. Kleban's seconding of the motion,THE BOARD
VOTED to approve the motion as proposed by Mr. Stroh.

Mr. Ross abstained from voting on this action.

Mr. Taylor suggested an added notation on the fee bill explaining
that ConnPIRG is a private organization.

Acting on Mr. Taylor's recommendation as Chairman of the Finance
Committee, THE BOARD VOTED to approve the following agreements
and authorized the President, Provost, Vice Presidents or
Assistant Vice Presidents to sign the necessary documents on
behalf of the University:

1. Agreement with Hartford Easter Seal Rehabilitation Center, Inc.
Amount: §35,292 to be paid from Hospital Fund 6,5
CLffective Dates: September 1, 1973 to August 31, 1974
Purpcse: The Hartford Easter Seal Rehabilitation Center

will provide Physical Therapy services for patients of
the University Hospital and Clinics for the period of
the contract. This is a continuation of an existing
contract,

2. Agreement with Kilpatrick Associates, Inc.

Amount: Not to exceed $£5,600 to be paid from General Funds

Effective Dates: October 19, 1973 to April 30, 1974

Purpose: To assist the Health Center in hospital equip-
ment specification and ordering and te assist in testing
the eguipment after receipt. This is a customary hospital
practice in order to insure proper safety and performance
standards. This expertise is not normally available from
within a hospital staff.

3. " Agreement with Harvey E. Nair, Attorney at Law
Amount: Variable - based on 1/3 of all amounts collected
plus costs advanced, covering court entry fees, sheriffs’
fees, etc.,, each month as billed to the Health Center.
Effective Dates: October 19, 1973 to June 30, 1974
Purpose: To provide accounts receivable collection
services on hospital and c¢linic bills and claims.

4. Agreement with Connecticut Blue Cross and the Connecticut
Hospital Association, Inc.
Amount: All reimbursements to McCcok Hospital by the
Connecticut Blue Cross.
Lffective Dates:; October 1, 1973 to October 1, 1974 v
Purpose: To amend the present contract to cover an
additional year.
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12. Mrs. Jorgensen, after calling attention to the Master Plan
Document distributed at this time, urged the Trustees to attend
the public hearings scheduled for the later part of this month.
Mrs. Jorgensen stressed the value of having a Trustee attend
each hearing. ’

Mrs., Jorgensen also called the Board's attention to Chancellor
Warren Hill's willingness to meet with the Board to answer
guestions pertaining to the Master Plan Document.

The Trustees requested that the minutes of this meeting reflect
their gratitude and appreciation to their collieague, Mrs. Jorgensen,
for the service and attention rendered as the Board's representa-
tive on the Commission for Higher Education, and especially in
connection with the time and effort devoted to the Master Plan
considerations.

13. Mr. McCormick reminded the Trustees that in line with understand-
standings agreed upon in February 1972, the Board of Finance cf the
Connecticut Dailﬁ Campus was to report on the desirability and
teasibility of the newspapers assuming a status of commercial
stability free from institutional subsidy and upon receiving an
extension of time to report at the October meeting of the Board.
Mr. McCormick read a letter from Mr. Lindsley Wellman, Chairman
cof the CDC Finance Committee, reguesting an extension of time for
this report until the November meeting of the Board. THE BOARD
VOTED to grant the additional extension of time.

Phase I is fully reversible without serious waste
should full funding of subsequent phases be deferred
or not be allotted.

were first offered in 1972~73), and permits planning
of staffing, program, plant, and other needs required
for Phase II. New course offerings will be effec-
tive in the Spring semester, 1973-74.

2, That the Budget Estimates for Full Operation, Stamford
Branch Expansion, be submitted to the State authorities.
{(See Exhibit B.)

3. 'That the University administration be requested to pre-
pare for consideration at the November meeting of the
Board of Trustees a Phase II Budget Proposal to be
submitted as a supplement to the University's 1974-75
budget request.

This proposal will reflect needs for capital con-
struction, temporary space, major library acquisitions,
additional professional and classified staff positions,
and increased other expenses funding for Phase II
(1974-75) operations at Stamford. The proposed
supplemental operating budget will be approximately
thirty percent of the Full Operation Estimate

(Exhibit B); the capital construction supplement for
1674-75 will be either for full construction costs

or for planning funds only, plus (in either casea)

full site costs.

After further discussion, THE BOARD VOTED to approve Vice
President Wilson's proposals as stated above. (Copies of
Exhibits A, B, and C are attached for the record).

President Fergusen called the Trustees attention to the
forthcoming TAFS Committee scheduled for 3:30 p.m. on
October 29th at the Hartford Branch. The President stressed
the critical importance of Trustee attendance.

President Ferguson, reminding the Board of his intent to
review the entire salary situation, indicated that the
administration would be discussing this matter with the
Finance Committee at its November meeting.
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No further business appearing, the meeting was adjourned at 5:30 p.m.
