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MINUTES OF THE MEETING
OF THE
BOARD OF TRUSTEES
OF
THE UNIVERSITY OF CONNECTICUT
Held in Storrs, June 16, 1965

The meeting was called to order by the Chairman, Mr. Budds,
at 10:16 a.m. Those present were Mrs. Bailey, and Messrs. Benton,
Bishop, Budds, Driscoll, Fuller, Gill, Holt, McCormick, and Watson,
Also present were President Babbidge, Vice Presidents Waugh and
Evans, and Acting-Provost Gant.

All actions taken at today's meeting were by unanimous vote of
those present,

1, The minutes of the meeting of May 19, 1965, were approved.

2. Mr. Holt presented a semi-annual review of the University's
investment portfolio. He recommended that the Board approve
the sale of 214 shares of the stock of St. Regis Paper Company
and the purchase of 100 shares of stock of Standard Brands.
THE BOARD VOTED to approve the transactions. THE BOARD
VOTED to ratify the sale on June 11, 1965 of rights for the
purchase of stock of the First National City Bank of New York
for the sum of $123. 84.

3. Mr. Watson reported that the General Assembly authorized the
issuance of additional bonds for the Health Center in the amount
of $15 million. Earlier authorizations had amounted to $9 million,
of which approximately $8 million remain available, making a
total presently available of about $23 million.

THE BOARD VOTED to authorize the President to apply for the
maximum amount of Federal funds which may be available for
assisting in the development of the Health Center.

President Babbidge reported on the accomplishments of the recent
session of the General Assembly. He expressed his pleasure at
the general support for the University and its aims on the part of
the Governor and legislative leaders of hoth political parties, The
University's operating budget for the coming biennium was increased
to $38. 8 million from $27. 9 million - - an increase of about 39%,
The capital budget provided the following:

a.) %15 million - Health Center

b.) $8 million - self-liquidating dormitories,

c.) $3 million - contingency matching funds - science and
engineering,

d.) $3 million - metallurgy and materials science.

e.) $750 thousand - graduate center {to be added to $350 thousand
of Federal funds.)

£.) $1.7 million - Hartford Branch {to be added to $500 thousand
of Federal funds. )

g.) $1.5 million - Fine Arts,
h.) $1.5 million - heating plant, utilities expansion, etc.

Branch in southeastern Connecticut.

i.)  $500 thousand.
i) $100 thousand - provide emergency electrical system.
k.) $250 thousand - addition to Infirmary.
1.)  $250 thousand - land acquisition.
m.) $500 thousand - remodel existing structures.
The total capital authorizations amount to $28. 3 million.
The General Assembly provided funds to make a general upward
adjustment in the salaries of all state employees, but it appears
that they did not provide sufficient funds to provide the usual one-

step salary increase for members of the professional staff if we
are to use the new salary steps which have bean approved by the

Board,
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Mr. Benton complimented President Babbidge on his success in
the legislative session, expressing the opinion that the cutcome
had been in large measure the result of his efforts and abilities.

THE BOARD VOTED tc authorize the President to express to the
Governor and to legislative leaders the Board's appreciation for
their sympathetic and understanding support.

President Babbidge spoke also of the passage by the General Assembly
of legislation clarifying the authority of the Board for determining
what positions are professional and for fixing rates of compensation
for members of the professianal staff. The Board was also authar-
ized to deed land to the University of Connecticut Foundation for a
Faculty-Alumni Center, to spend $250, 000 of University funds to
re-locate playing fields, and to spend funds from the auxiliary
services account for the remodelling of north campus dormitories.

The General Assembly alsc authorized the establishment of a

center for real estate and urban economic studies at the University.

The major University requests which were not approved included:
a.) $2 million for a women's gymnasium,
b.} Permission to lease or exchange land,

c.} Permission to spend University revenues to construct
a continuing education center.

Mr. Budds reported on a recent meeting of the Association of
Governing Boards of Universities and Colleges, and on the estab-
lishment by the General Assembly of a new Board of Higher Education.

President Babbidge announced the receipt of a gift of $6000 from the
Most Reverend Henry J. O'Brien, D.D., Archbishop of Hartford.
THE BOARD VOTED to ask the President to express the thanks

of the Board to the Archbishop for his generous gift,

THE BCARD VOTED to authorize the immediate expenditure of up
to $1000 of the gift for the purchase of books for the University
Libraries, and to establish the remainder as a perpetual fund in
the Archbishop's name, with the income to be used for library pur-
poses.

Condemnation proceedings
would be based on the University's immediate and urgent need
for the property as a site for dormitories.

i) The Board discussed at length action of the National League
for Nursing, Inc., in withdrawing their accreditation of our
baccalaureate nursing program for students with no previous
preparation in nursing, effective following the June, 1965
graduation. During part of this discussion Miss Mary F.
Quarmby and Mrs. Anne Kilbrick, representing the National
Lieague for Nursing, met with the Board. Dean Widmer of
the School of Nursing subsequently met with the Beard.

The Board expressed its confidence in Dean Widmer and her
staff to maintain and strengthen cur nursing program.

THE BOARD VOTED to ask President Babbidge to express to
the National Commission on Accrediting the Board's concern
as to the procedures used by the National League for Nursing,
Inc., in this matter.

a conference with the National League for Nursing's Collegiate
Board of Review at the earliest possible date with the purpose
of securing re-instatement in accredited status at the earliest
opportunity, and not later than June 1966.

THE BOARD VOTED to authorize the payment of the expenses
of a special meeting of said Collegiate Board of Review.

THE BOARD VOTED to authorize the President to take such
.reasonable emergency steps as may be necessary to regain
accredited status for the nursing program.
