Darrow which eannot be carried ocut in connection
with his field work &s extension specialist., Since it
has been the poliey of the college 1ot %o stop payment
of salary for limited sick leave of members of the faeultiy,
upon recommendation of the Acting-Presideint aud of Diree-
tor Ellis

2t in Pouiology, be granted leave of absence from May 1 to
Wovember 1, 1929 with half pay from May 1 to September 1.

AS A MATTER OF RECORD: The War Department has appointed
Captain Harold B. Crowell to take the place of Lieutenant
Lloyd D. Bunting, who has beern transferred by the War Depart-
ment after four years of efficient service at the Conneeticut
Agricultural College.

Mr., Lon§ley reported that Mr. Scott, Engineer of the State
Board of Health snd Mr. Mackenzie, Engineer for the Sewage
Disposal System, after inspection of the sewer line from &
point west of Whitney Hall to a point at an angle in the line
west of the Mechanic Arts Building, recommended that the line
be relaid and the grade lowered to provide for the increased
flow of sewage from the new settling tank.

éf gés VOTEZD: To relay this line at an estimated cost of
600.

Mr. Longley reported thet Mr. Scott had alsoc recommsnded that

a sewer line be laid to servige the Poultry Building, the Dairy
Barns and the farmhouse nearby, the connection to be made at

the Dairy Building. The sewage from these buildings now empties
under the Willimanbtiec water shed.

IT WAS VOTED: To lay the sewer line from the Poultry Building
to the Dairy Building provided the balance in the Sewage
Disposal Fund will permit.

IT WAS VOTED: To approve Mr. Longley's recommendation that the
sewer line from the Sinnott House to the new ssttling tenk near
Holcomp Hall be laid as socon ag funds are available. Thig item
is included in the Capitel Qutlay budget.

Mr. Longley reported that the Standard 0il Company has offered

a discount of three cents s gallon on gascline to employees
purchasing at stations owned and operated by the Company. Under
the proposed grrangement, the employee is Pfurnished with a
mumbered card ecarrying registration number of his automobile.

At time of purchase g sales slip is made out showing this mmamber
and at end of month:the College would be billed for the total
amount purchased., The employee would then give his personal
check which would be forwarded direet to the Standard 0il
Corpany.

IT WAS VOTED: To approve a trisgl of the proposed plan for tek-
ing advantage of the reduction in price of gasoline as outlined.
