14. ME BOARD VOTED to approve the President's recommendation that Professor
Leo F. Rettger who reached compulsory retirement age on March 17, 1944,
be continued on a year to year basis for a period not longer than the
duration of the war.

POLICY

15. The President discussed with the Board the request of Westcott and Mapes
that Dr. J. H. Lampe, Dean of the School of Engineering, serve as a
consultant to the engineering firm of Westcott and Mapes of New haven.
THE BOARD VOTED to approve Dean Lampe's serving as a consultant to the
firm of Westcott and Mapes with the definite understanding that Dean Lampe
as consultant would consult on matters of a strictly professional nature.
A letter covering the consultant services of Dean Lampe and approved by
the President has been placed on file in the President's Office.

16. THE BOARD VOTED to approve Mrs. W. M, Esten's request to connect to the col,-
lege sewer system,
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17. THE BOARD VOTED to approve including in the Laws and By-Laws of the Board
a provision covering the matter of department meetings.

18. The President read a letter which he recently received from the Governor
having to do with the administration of professional personnel at the
'University. The Board expressed pleasure at the Governor's sympathetic
understanding of the problem and VOTED to have the letter made a part
of the minutes and instructed the President to write a letter of apprecia-
tion to the Governor for his assistance in this very important matter.

Dear Dr. Jorgensen:

For some time there has been considerable uncertainty on the part of the
Board of Trustees of the University of Connecticut as to their duties and
responsibilities with reference to the professional staff of the University.
I have discussed this matter with you personally several times, as well es
with the entire board at a recent meeting. It is my firm conviction that
the Board of Trustees of the University must have as wide a latitude as is
best consistent with the statutes of the State in the selection and direction
of the professional staff of the University. Accordingly, I am directing
the Commissioner of Finance and the Personnel Division to adopt the follow-
ing procedure:

The selection, appointment, classification, assignment of duties, amount of
compensation, promotions in rank, increases in salary, leaves of absence,
and termination of services of the professional staff of the University
are the full and complete responsibility of the Board of Trustees within
the funds available, subject to the proviso that the University must
respect and follow the general overall fiscal policy of the State applied
to all State departments with respect to general salary adjustments. The
University shall establish compensation and classification plans for its
professional staff. Recommendations of the Board of Trustees involving
exceptions to the established compensation and classification schedule will
be presented to the Personnel Board with a statement justifying each excep-
tion.

If you are agreeable to this procedure, will you please place the matter
before the Board of Trustees, so that they may, in turn, consider it and
notify and advise me of their approval or disapproval.

In response to a question asked by a member of the Board, the Governor
stated that it was his considered judgment that this matter of responsibility

A- 	 for the professional staff should be taken care of so far as the future
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is concerned by the passing of a new statute. In this connection, the
President informed the Board of the letter written by the Governor on
February 29 to the Honorable E, Lea Marsh, Chairman of the Legislative
Council. This letter asks the Council to give attention to reviewing the
statutes with reference to appointments to the Board of Trustees. The
Governor stated that it was his judgment that a revision of the statutes
should 'over not only appointments to the Board of Trustees to eliminate
the possibility of political interference but should also provide for
defining the function of the Board of Trustees including responsibility
for the administration of the professional personnel of the University
staff.

19. The President discussed with the Governor and with the Trustees what appears
to be a plan of the State Board of Education for providing junior college
training in six of the Trade Schools of the State.. Considerable interest
was shown in the matter of providing adequate educational opportunities for
youth on the level of training for the trades and industries. Attached
to the minutes is a statement on "Trends in the Reorganization of
Education "prepared by the President as a part of the Bienniel Report appearing
in 1936. This statement appears relevant in connection with the discussion
of the Board. Also is attached a statement defining the functions of the
State University. This statement was intended to clarify the functions and
services of state universities in general.

20. The President discussed again the necessity for providing Union Building
and Auditorium facilities at the University. The Trustees have long
recognized the need for such facilities. The President discussed ways and
means of securing funds for construction of these two units. It was agreed
that the President would prepare a bill which the Governor stated he would
present t: the Legislative Council. This bill would authorize the establish-
ment of Union Building and Auditorium fees, use of revolving fund surpluses
and the authority to issue self-liquidating bonds to permit the financing
of such buildings on a self-liquidating and self-supporting basis
