IT WAS VOTED to place the price of board for the next year at
$5.60 a week.

IT WAS VOTED to asccept the resignation of Miss Lilian M,
Thompson, Reaident Murse, effective September 1, 1931, and to
empower the President to sppoint her successer.

IT WAS VOTED to empower the President to appoint a succeasor to
Mr, C, W. Phelps, Instruetor in Mechanical Engineering. Thia
appointment ig a temporary appointment for ome year only.

IT WAS VOTED to request Mr. Georgoe H. Hollister to investigate
the sale of e lot on Dog Lana to Mr, Gibbs and to report to the
Beerd,

IT WAS VOTED to epprove transfer of $1,000.00 fram the appro-
pristion for equipment to the Dairy Depariment for the purchase
of bulls.

IT WAS VOTED to epprove the contract with Mr, Joseph E. King,
whereby he will permit the College to cross hias land with a
sewer, the compensation being $25.00, the contract to be sub-
Jjoct to the approval of the Attorney General.
