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University Research Foundation,

The President advised the Board of Trustess that the Attorney General's
Office has advised it is quite proper fer the Unlversity to mter

into a contract with the Research Corporation of New York to provide
patent services on research developments at the University which may
have patentable possibilities, THE BOARD VOIED to instruct the
President to enter into & contract with the Research Corporation of
New York to provide such services,

THE BOARD VOTED to authorize reinstating the area immediately acuth
of the Qurlegyville Road and bordering the Willowbroock faculty residence
area to the north for faculty residence purposes,

THE BOARD FURTHER VOTED to sell to the President a piece of land to the
immediste south of the property owned by Carleton H, Havens and facing
west on Route 195 at Spring Hill, this land to be usad for a residence
to be constructed by the President and the value of the land to be
deternined by Campiroller L. C. Riccioc based on a fair value of the
lard in the entire piece,

The President discussed the advisability of publishing a brochure to
be ready for distribution early in November. THE BOARD VOTED to
instruct the President to prepare a brochure which sheuld set forth
briefly and in an attractive manner the financial status of the
University, sources of funds, expenditures, and other relevant
material; the expense of the publication of the brochure to be paid
from University funds.

Dr, Knauss advising him that his request had been presented to the
Board, accspted, and placed on file in accordance with usual procsdure,
Some time later, the late Dean McReynolds advised Dr, Knauss that his
presence during 195455 was sssential because of the demands incident
to the naw Sciences Bullding to be under construction during that periad,

After a brief diecussion of the matter, THE BOARD VOTED to approve
postpining sabbatic leave for Dr. Knauss with the understanding that
his next leave would be granted if requested and for the year in which
it would have fallen if there had been no postponement of the present
requested leave,

The President discussed the matter of fees far Korean GIs. He explained
that for veterane of World War II admitted to the University an out-of-
State fee was charged all veterans ~=- non-residents as well as residents
of the State. This plan was approved by the Veterans Administration
and the oul~of-State fee wae a direct payment to the University for
educational costs in lieu of acducational cost payments based on a
formula, With the expiration of the World War IX GI Bill of Rights,
Public Law 550 was enacted which provided for no direct paymenta to an
institution. All GI benefits were to ba made directly to the veteran,
permitting him to attend the institution of his choice. The provisions
of PL550 were predicated on the proposition that veterans were to be
Lreated as any other students as to admiasion to the institution of his
choice, as to fees, financial aids, etc. Tha President has ruled that
the out~of-State feas for non-resident veterans attending the Univer-
gity will not be waived unless for reasans other than the fact that
these students are veterans, In other words, veteran residents of the
State who attend the University will not pay the non-resident fee but
will pay the usual resident fees. As, if, and when a non-resident
vetaran is admitted, he would be expected to pay not enly the usual fees
paid by all students but also the non-resident fee.

THE BOARD VOTED to approve the ruling of the President on this matter.

The President advised the Trustees of two awards of §1000 each made to
Dr, Edwin P, Singsen, Frofessor of Poultry Husbandry, and

Dr. Walter lLandauer, Professor of Genetics, Dr. Singsen was the
recipient of the A.F.M,A. research award, and Dr, Landauer received
the Borden sward. These awards were unusual in the fact that for the
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first time in the history of the Poultry Soience Assoclation, two men
from the sames institution were the recipients.

The President further advised the Board of Trustees that matters of
this kind are recognized by the administration on beshalf of the
Board of Trustees and that appropriate letters of appreciation and
commendation are written,

The Chairman excused the President from the meeting at this point and

the Board proceeded to vote to take whatever stepe are necessary to

obtain at this time the maximum salary allowable for the President.
