IT WAS VOTED to zpprove the purchcse of the Lee property of 1R7 ceres in the
town of Coventry for resecrch work in vegetable gordening cond agronomy,
cnd to approve the President's acting on the matler with the Governor
cnd the Attorney-Genercl.

IT WAS VOTED to approve the prograom for cpprentice training to be corried out
in cooperation with Pratt znd Whitney Aireraft with the understanding
that it would not involve the expenditure of College funds.

IT WAS VOTED to approve the principle of university extension on the part of
the College in such fields 28 the ndministration deems wise, provided this
can be done within the budget supplemented by such funds or other services
as may be made availoble from cutside sources.

The President rcported
thzt ground had been broken for the librery bullding, that bids would soon
be out for the engincering building cnd that plens (originel plens with
slight modifications} were being drafted for the home economics building.
