It was votsd that a copy of the opinion of
the- Attorney General be recordsd in the minutes as

follows:

"In your recent communication requesting my
opinion you state:

'UInder a rulirg of the Beard of
Trustees of the Connecticut Agricultural
College, stuflents who, at the time of
original registration, arée non-residents
of the Etate are required to pay a tuition
fee of $60. per vear.

In your epinion may a studeni wao
becomes of age during the courss of his
undergraduate studies, acjuire a legal and
voting residencs in the town or state snd
under the ru.ing above cited becore sxempd
from the tuition charge regquirasd of non-
reaidents of Connecticut.!

You also c¢all my attention t¢ the fact that

while Beotion 4393 of the Gensral Statutes provides that
the Connecticut Agricuwltural College eshall rerain ap in-
stitution for the education of youth whose parsnts ars
¢ltizens uf this state, Coﬁhecticut has accepted the pro-
visions o¢f ths Faderal Land G:éﬁt'Act of 1863 and mubse-
quent legislation by Congress, inoluding ithe Moirill Act
of 1880, and the Nelson Act of 1907, under which Connecti
cut receives annually $56,750.00, while the state apprd—
priates $40,000.00 for mainienance; and makes spesial ap-
propriations for buildings angd equipﬁent, You further
state that it has been ¢laimed that said tuition charge
imposed under the rulée adopted by the trﬁsteea, aa authozr-
ized by Section 4396 of the Ganerai-statutea, may 5&: a
non~resident from educational advantages supported isn

part by federal funds.

_ The statement which you ale® submit as to the .
tuition fees chargsd in other Lan& Grant colleges in other
;xates shoﬁa ihat in 108t ¢asegs non-yesident studente arxe,
as in this state, charged a tuition fee ¢f varying amoﬁpt,
and in insiituiions %y which a tuition fes is charged to
resident students a larger fee is charged t¢ nom- |
reeidente. I% thue appears Ly this rraotical construction
ol the Langd Grant Acte, ﬁhich construction has, so far az
appears, been agquiesced in by the federal authorities

admihistering sald acts, that the acceptance of the pro-




visions and benefits ¢f such actis does not prevent a dis-
c¢rimination in the matter of tuition fees as Ybetween

resident and non-resident studenta.

The rule adopted by the trusiees of the
Connecticut Agricultural College is, in prineiple, in
harmony with this construction. In the case of most of
such colleges Iin other stétes, however, a student who was
a non-resident at the time of original registration and
charged tuition feee as such ie given the benefit of ‘the
rate for resident students upon a bona fide change of
reaidence, to the state in'ﬁhich the collspgs iz located,
of the parent or guardian pf the gtudent, 1f a minor, or
upon his becoming of age and a legal resident of such
state. The rule of the trustees of the Connecticut
Agricultural College, as in Rhode Island and lowa, leter-
mines the status of the student as of the time of origimal
registration, which status, under the rule as it stands,
continues during his college course, and is not changed
by the acquirement by his parent or guardian, or by him-
self on vecoming of age, of a legal residence in this
etate 80, as to.secure exemption from the tuition fee
charged non-resident students. Whether said rule ahould
ke 80 modifised by amendment as to conform to the practice
prevailing as t0 Land Grant Agricultural Colleges in most
of thé other states by granting exemption from sald tuition
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fes to a siudent admitted as a non-resident if and when
be acgquires a residence in Connscticut, is a matter

resting in the digceretion o&f the trustees.

Tre principles applicable to chaunge and ac-
quirement of residence are, I think, sufficiently con~
tdered and expreéssed in a recent opinion by this de-

P artment to whick reference may be had if required.
