The President msy for sause expel or suspend any
student not se recommended for sxpulsion or suspension,
but shall report each such case with & statement of
reasons to the official or group under whose jurisdic-
tion the infracticn would ordinarily be considered,

In the absence of the President from the Collage,

the council of Deans and Directors may, on recommendation
of the physieian, the Dean of Men, the Dean of Women,

or the Committee on Schalastic Standing, suspend a
atudant for causs.

Any Faculty member or student government association

may for cause recommend to the proper authority expulsion
or suspension of a student, but actual expulsion or
suspebsion from class or from College can be only by the
authorities named above,
