In 1911 the land then owned by the Lollege (600 acres) was
‘assigned by the rrustees for the use of the several derertments of
the College.

—

On Cctober 8th, 1919, a committee of the Feculty was sppointed
by the President to consider and report with recommendations a plan
for the assignment of land, accuired subseouent to the previous report
for the use of the several departments amounting to approximately
665 acres. This committee failed to function.

The accompanying remport, formulated by the President, has been
approved by the Committee of the Feculty with the recommendation thsat
it be presented to the Board of Trustees for approval. In presenting
thig report to the Faculty Committee, the President urged the several
members, intercested and concerned, the necessity of considering the
verious preoblems involved, in connection with the division of angd,
from the viewpoint of the development end welfmure of the institution as
a whole rather than its individusnl perts, The Jesculty committee wss
composed of the following merbers:

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Reference is made in this report to a paced map of the lam
owrned by the College, prepared by A, E. lioss, showing the location
and asrea of 175 percels classified as to Tiljed Land, Tillable
Land, sontillaeble Land, Swamp Land, and areas used for Administrative
- Purposes; sreas wWith vertical lines show Tillable Lands, snd
horizontal lines show Swamp Lend, and areas without lines show
Hon-tilleble Land. "The various colors indicate the purnose for which
the land is now in use,

In a general way, the report recommends that Block I be essigned
to the Jairy Departiment; Block II to .the Pomological, vegetsble
Gardening, Zxperiment Station, and Forestry Departments; Block I1I,
IV, and V to the Farm Department with reservation of about 70 scres
for Dairy Pasture and 18 acres for the Poultry Department; Block VI
regserved for future residential expansion; Block VII reserved for
-Praternity houses (see mge 2).

4 detailed description of the various mreela of land assigned
to the several departments of the College is shown in the report, pages
3 to 16 ineclusive.

Page 17 showe the totel acres asssigned to the several depart-
rents of the College with & calculatédnestimate of the number of scres
of Tilled, Tillable, Swamp, and Non-tillsble areas. Not including
the Sheep rzrm of 19C acres st Spring Hill, 8 acres of land at Eagle-
ville, 7 mcres of land on the fenton River nesr uurleyville, 26 scres
included in hipghways, the Uollege holds title to 1152 ascres of lend, of
which 237 meres sre classified s Tilled, 401 acres Tillable, 83 acres
Swemp, 327 ecres Non-tillable, and 103 scres used for sdministrative
purposes,

In accordance with the proposed plan, the Perm Department would
lose about 75 acres of pasture land, for the most-part non-tillable,
in Block 1 and II; and gain an equal amount of pasture langd, tillable,
in Bloek IV.

The darm would lose 10 acres of tilled land and gain 3.1 acres
of tilled land in Block IV, and in same section gain 20 acres of
tilled land by the dreinsge of the mesdow nesar the Dsiry Barn.

About 60 acres of undeveloped land are assigned to the
Pomological Department for orchard development., 'whe Vegetable Garden-
ing Department receives an addition of 256 acres of tillable land,

17 acres of tillable but undeveloped lend are assigned to the
Experiment Station, zll in Block II.

About 50 scres additionsl of non-tillable laeni are assigned to
the forestry Vepartment, making a totsl of sbout 00 zeres.

IT WAS VOTED to approve the revort relstive to the assignm nt
of land to departmente Section C.
