The Storrs College Sewage Diaposal Works were inspscted Novem-
ber 27, 1926, with R. I, Lengley, Comptroller.

Present Huimsnce ' :

The works were found to be anmtiguated and four or five times
outgrown and in the opimion of the writer gonstitute a auisance
prejudioial to the publie health, The amount of complaint against

the present facilities,

EEE Tilter beds are cepable of handling only abeut one-fourth
