IT WAS VOTED: To approve the changseg requested by Miss Whit-

Mr. Stemmons preasented & brief giving his point of view upon
the recent action of the Boaerd relative to student publies-
tions (2nd vote, item 10, Minutes of the Board, Nov. 28, 1928},

IT WAS VOTED: Thaet the faculty committee on student publica-
tiona should defer putting this resolution into effect until
it can be considered agsin by the Board.

Mr. Longley reported that there is some controversy between
the Farm Department and the Dalry about the rate for charging
8ilage, hay, snd menure,

IT WAS VOTZED: That the rates charged for these items shall
not be ahanged until sdjustments are made for the new crop year.

IT WAS VOTED: That producte transferred or sold from one
department of the college to another shall not be charged snd
credited in an arbltrary way, but that a price mutuelly ssree-
able to both parties in the transaction shall be used. In -
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case of a disegreement about prices the Executive Committee
shall =srbitrate.

7. Mr. Longley sudbmitted z budget whioh will be recommended by the
State Boerd of Pinence and Control to the General Assembly for
items of meintenence and eapital outlay for the college for
the next blennium.

8. Mr. Longley asied for tentstive approval of the originsl draw-
ings of the proposed storsge sheds, including & wing for cananing
produets, for the Hortiaulture Department.

IT WAS VOTED: To guthorize Mr. Longlsy t0 get bilds or estimates
on this building to determine whether the buildinz can be built
with the proposed wing to be used for canning within the $10,000
budget provision.

9, Professor White, Dr. Rettger, and Mr, Ellis proposed that the
General Assenbly be asked for an appropriation of $8000 for the
blennium to continue the experimental, educetional and service
work in contagious abortion of dairy cows,
