3. Discussion of policy regarding the work in engineering, led
by Dr. Vorks who wished to ascertain the policy of the

Prustees regarding the courses in engireering. Two methods
were brought out in the discussion: one, as to doing away
with the engineering course entirely; another, of making it
more of a course by adding or replacing instructors. It was
left with Dr. Vorks to investigate this more thoroughly

and report at a future meecting.

4. Discussion of policy regarding dormitories. This was
brought up by Dr. Vorks in view of the fact that at a future
date our heating plant will have to be recoustructed or a hew
one put in. The Board of Control have sent 1. James lleGiveron,
¥echanieal Superintendent of the }fiddletown Hospital to make
his report to the Board of Control and upon its receipt the
College Trustees can go into the matter mbre cerefully.

5. IT 'AS VOTED: that foreign students sent by the Institute
of Irternational ZTducation be exempted from tuition to the
extent thaet not more than two students be given this privilege
at any one time.

6. IT VIAS VOTED: that,upon the recommendation of the Ixecutive
Committee, the Board of Trusitecs appeint a committee to revise
the by-laws and bring them up to date. The Executive Committee
was appointed. .

Letter from the
State Beard of Health was resd by Irs. Vinton and suggestion
mede that a cherge of approximately 350.0G0 8 ycar for the
mairtenance and operation of this plant be charged the town by
the College. IT "AS VOTED that Mr. Longley, subject to the
approval of Dr. Vorks, be suthorized to make the contract

with the towi of l'ensfield for a scwage systen, the town sgree-
ing to pay for the first installetion, provideé- the town by
previous legal vete agrces to enter inte such a contrmet with
the €Godkiege.

8. Report of Ir. Alsop on the status of the contagiocus abortion
subject left over from the last meeting. He reported that the
committee recommended that the College be left out of all police
work and be coufined to expert adviece anéd that the testing work
be carried along the same way as the tuberculosis werk is bheing
done, sud that the police work be deft to the Commissioner of
Donestic Animels. IT WAS VOTED to accept this as a report
of progress.
