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The President indicated that it appeared imperative to appoint
the members of the Special Liaison Committee and to ¢all a
meeting of this committee since the State Board of Education
had reguested a meoting of this group,

The President called the Trustees' attention to the request of
Governor Ribicoff that the two items, namely, the President's
salary and the raising of tultion, be discussed at a time when

he would be able to attend the Trusteea' meeting, The Governor
indicated that he would attend the meeting scheduled for

January 21, 1959, Subsequently, the Governor, in a conference
with the President, indicated that he did not wish to attend thia
meeting and strongly expressed the hope that these matters

would not be discussed at this meeting. He advised the President
that he expectad some reorganization of the present State govern~
ment involving the consolidation of a number of agencies; He
indicated that he expected several commissioners of enlarged
integrated departments would be placed in 2 higher salary
bracket sometime during the year, He indicated that the Board
of Trustees could then taks up the matter of the adjustment of

the President's salaxy, The Trustees accepted the President's
recommendation that the two special items originally scheduled
for congideration at this meeting be postponed,

12, THE BOARD VOTED to accept $15, 000 from G, M, Loeb of
New York City, to be credited to the Loeb Award Fund,

13, The Trusteed reviewed the objective of the Board in
developing faculty residential areas in the Willowbrook and
Ledgebrook developments, BSince the plan adopted by the
Board is intended to reserve these areas for staff residences,
THE BOARD VOTED to control all residences constructed in
these areas for faculty housing which is 8c essential to the
Univeraity,

THE BOARD FURTHER VOTED to instruct the University
Comptroller to purchase the property of Charles H, W, Sedgewick
who has retired, The hope was expressed that the Sedgewick
property and two others recently acquired in the Ledgebrook
saction ¢ould be sold as soon as possible to established members
of the University faculty,

14, The President reported to the Trustses on the Chapin property
abutting the present site of the Noank Marine Biology Laboratory,
Before Mx. Riccio's present illness, he raported that
Mr, George Corpkling, State Commissicner of Finance, had
indicated that he would not approve the purchase of this property
which Dircetor Rankin of the Laboratory felt was easential
to house research workers operating at the Laboratory during
the summer months,

It was agreed that this matter would not be pursued with the
Governor, at least not before presentation of his budget
recommendaticne to the General Assembly,

15, The President reported briefly on the purchase of the Casey
property at Spring Hill under the terms of the
George Dudley Seymour Foundations THE BOARD VOTED
to accept the President's recommmendation that this matter
be tabled for considaraticn later in the year,

16, The President recommended that a review of salary schedules
of personnel in Agriculture and other departinents of the
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University employed fer more than nine months of service
per year be deferrad, at least until after the Governor's
budget presentation to the General Assembly,

17. The Presicent called the Trustees' attention to the report
which was recently mailed to them having to do with teacher«
student ratios at the Univerasity,

18, The President reported to the Trustees that the contral fiscal
suthorities of the State are insistent that all federal funds
coming to the University be deposted in and co~mingled with
other funds in the State General Fund, It is the judgment of
the Director of Agricultural Research and the Director of
Agricultural Extension at the University that this proposal
cannot be atcomplished because of restrictions {mposed by
federal agencies on the use and administration of these funda,
The President reported that p communication from Commissioner
Conkling had been forwardad to the Agricultural Extension
Service and the Agricultural Research Division cf the Us S
Department of Agriculture for advice, These communications
have been referred to the U; S, Comptroller Genoral, K
the raplies are in the negative, the President was requested
to send copies of Commissioner Conkling's lotter and the
replias of the U, 8. Comptroller General to the Trustess and
to the Governoy, as well as to the Commissioner of Finance,

19. The President presented to the Board of Trusteea 2
communication from University Comptroller L, C; Riccio
regarding an order from the Governor to reduce third quarter
State allotments by five per cent, This letter is made a
matter of record in these minutess, The problernsa arising
from the five per cent order wezre discuesed at great longth,

THE BOARD VOTED to instruct the President to address a
communication to the Goveraor pointing out the basic
problema of the increased enrollment during each year of

the curvent biennium, the contractual status of professional
personnel, as well as the contractual status of students who
have been admitted to the University and who are still
enrolled in the University, The Trustees and the administration
of the University are anxious and willing to cooperate with the
Governor but the reductions that have been made in University
allotments will inevitably result in either an operating deficit
calling for a deficiency appropriation, or for the elimination
or, at least, a curtailment of exiating services,

20, Mr, Ryan and Mr, Watson, as Trustees, reported to the Board
on a recent mecting with the student leaders, They expressed
pleasure at the mature attitude of the students and were
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impressed with the sincere expressions of the atudents
indicating a desire to work for the best interests of the
University.

My, Watson indicated that he had received several copies of
a proposed new constitution for review and study. THE
BOARD VOTED that copies of the proposed constitution be
referred to Provost Waugh and Divector Northby of Student
Personnel for study and review; Mr, Watson indicated that
comtments and suggestions were desired from Mr, Waugh and
Mrs Northhy before the studonts prepared the final draft for
precentation to the atudent body for referendum,

The President reported to the Trustees that all bills relevant

to previous decisions made by the Board regarding capital
construction and operating budget requests have been introduced
into the General Assembly; The President will send to each
Truetee copies of these bills as scon as they have been
cfficially received by the General Assembly and the bill and

file numbers have been dotermined; It was the concensus of
the Board that the President should proceed as in the past

in presenting the needs of the University as approved by the
Board, :

The President reviewed with the Board the purchase of two
proparties sast of Route 195 directly in front of the University.
All properties have been acquired in this area with the
exception of the Copeland property and the Fitts propextys

The Copeland property is directly in the center of the area

-ob which a girla! dormitory is expected to be located,

Architects have been working for several months on the design
of the girls' dormitory for this location; The Copeland
property has been appraised by three independent appraisers -
one presented a value of $20, 300; the second a value of §15, 000;
and the third a value of $13, 000,

Mr; Copeland has agreed to accept a price of $17,500, This
matter was presented to Commissioner Conkling just before
Mr; Ricclo's present iliness, He stated flatly that he would
not approve of this purchase at the price of $17, 500, This
purchase ia absolutely essential,

THE BOARD VOTED to instruct the President to present the
matter to the Governor and, 1lf necessary, to the General
Asgembly for early action in order not to delay the construction
of tha girlst dormitory.

The President reviewed with the Trustees the problem of a
site for the new Law School building in Hartford, The matter
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was discussed with the Govexrnor and he seemed to favor locating
the new Law Scheol building at the Hartford Branch providing

(2) an option could be secured on the Allen property even

though it might involve giving to Mrs; Allen the life use of her
home, and {b) the acquisition of the Goodwin property known

as the polo field could be secured; It was agreed that the
President should proceed in determining the possibility of
securing an option on the Allen property as well as the purchase
of the Goodwin property,

The Proasident distributed copies of his address at the annual
meeting of the American Association of Land-Grant Colleges
and State Universities entitled "Education and The World
Commaunity, "

The President repcrted on the development of the Stamford
Branch campus, He advised the Trustees that the City of
Stamford has transferred title to 46 acras of land valued at
$250, 000, He also reported that a local fund-raising committee
has been organized to raise $450, 000 to cover the cost of
constructing a classroom building to match a $420, 000 science
building tc be constructed cut of State funds,

The President advised the Trustecs that applications for entrance
in September of 1959 are presently running 700 applications
ahead of the number one year ago;

The President reported on the successes of all athletic teams,
both fall and winter sparts teams, He also indicated that

gate receipts are at the highest in the history of the University
and considerably eases the financial problem of amortizing

the cost of physical facilities for athletics as auxiliary
facilities,

The President reported on the amazing success of the auditorium
management in bringing to the students the world's finast music,
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The major concert series of five numbers has again been
completely sold out for the season on a season ticket basis,
Last yoar more than eighty events were scheduled, each and
every one an educational and cultural contribution for the
benafit of students and faculty.

The President reported on the serious heart attack which struck
Mr, Riccioc on January 8, Since this ia the third attack and

the most serious one, it is doubtful whether Mz, Riccic can
aver return to his office; The Board approved of the President
praceeding with a search for a competent succesgsor to

Mz, Riccio if that becomes necessary as indicated by a report
from My, Riccic's physician at the appropriate time, He was
also instructed to proceed in securing a replacement for the
University's Librarian and for a Director of University
Extension,

The President presentsd copiea of correspondence regarding
the inaistence of the Public Works Depaxtment that staiyrways
be extended to all the roofs of cur new dormitories and that,

in addition, skylights be installed cver each of these stairwells,

The Gomrnissioner insists that this is necessary because 2f a
requirement in the Department's building code,

The University has requested an amendment or, at least, an
exception to this requirement in the case of these dormitories
that are completely fireproof; The inclusion of these btaix -
wells to the roof and these skylights will result in use of the
roofs by students as sun~decks, etcy It could well cause roof
failure in addition to the danger of students falling off the roof,

THE BOARD VOTED to instruct the President to proceed in
his efforts to procure an exception to this requirement,
