IT WAS VOTED: To permit Dr. Newton to attend the Americam Chem-
istry Society Institute at Ewvanston, Illinois during the first
wogek in August and to charge his railroad fare to and from
Evanston to the travel budget for the Chemistry Department.

IT WAS VOTED: Not to purchase the Edison dictating machine
and the trenscribing maechine requested by the Pouliry Depariment.

Hendrickson's reguest that her sal-
ary be paid to September 15, the end of her contract year.

The Comptroller reported the receipt of z lastter from Commis.
sioner Hall suggesting that vouchers covering cost of operation
of the College water syetem bhe submitted for the period begin-
ning April 18, 1928. The operation of the plant from October
1927 to June 30, 1928 was $3833.31, of which amount Commissioner
Hall agks the College to bear $2003.91 md to charge to tho
gpecial appropriation for the maintenance of pumping stations
for the Mansfield Training School and the Comnecticut Agricnl-
tural College $1829.40.

IT WiS VOTED: To approve Director Slate's recommendation that
Dr, Wayne N. Plastridge be appointed successor to Dr. Slanetz,
at o salary of $2500. a year, the appointment to be effective
September 1.
