1. Mr. 7, L. Slate, Director of the ZTxperimesnt Station, met with the Comittes

to discuss the budget of the Txperiment Station for 193%-36. After
considering the mastier from the pocint of view of state regulaticn of
Federal monies, it was asgreed by Mr. Slate that he would submit his budget,
detailed by departments, showing a division of Federal and state funds

and allocated sccording to the state method of itemization, and that thare
would be no aalary increases indicated. Any contingent fund ereated was to
be made up of Federal money. '

The president Teported that he had conferrsd with the Attorney Genseral in
regard to demonstration work in dynamiting and that in the evant of damages
tha collego would have no lisbility in ths matdor.

IT A% VOTZD to rescind thz votes of Fabruary 15, 1928 and July 10, 1928
in regard to dynamiting.

Ths president reporszd that he hed confeerad with Dean Payns cencerning
aporoval of tha college by the Association of Amcrican Universitias in
ordsr to claar up c¢srtain points with refsrsnce to his resignation, the
rulings of the Board concarning military training, and tho situation of tho
Library budget.
