This figure includes those
registered for the regular six weeks term and those registered for
credit in five workshops, There is a 56 per cent incresss in undere
graduates syomer enrollment which totale 1105 this swawr as against
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707 & year ago. Graduste students taking courses in the regular
s\ummer term total 563, representing a 10 per c¢ent incrsase over
the 512 enrclled last year.

The Genersa] Assembly aprroved State appropriations for the anmual
operating budget of the Unlversity based on adjusted estimated
experditures for the fiscal year which ended June 30, 1955.

(b) Merit incresses for the professional staff equal to
one step for sach rank

(c) Approximately $58,000 in State appropriations for
new positicns.

The Trustees discussed the action of the General Assembly in
transferring the Noank Lobater Hatchery to the University to be
operated aa a marine biology laboratory. The Trustees expressed
doubt as to the assumption of this cbligation by the University.
Reference was made to testimony given at the legislative hearings
to the affect that the six New England Land-Grant collsges, by
action of the Boards of Comtrol of these imtitutions, determined
the special programs at each of the institutions which should be
operated on a regicnal basis., This action included identifying
the marine biolozy lasboratory of the University of Rhoda Island
as a reglional school, While information was not available as to
the actual amount appropristed to the University for the cperation
of the Hatchery, it would apmar that funds are inadequate to
develop an effective program, The University would undoubtedly
be oriticized if the University is required to develop a marine
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biology laboratory and results prove to be negative rether than
positive in re-establishing the fishing and lobster industries of
the Connecticut coastal areas. It was also felt that the future
would require increased funds which again might prove to be a
source of criticiam of the University.

THE BOARD VOTED to request the President to comminicate with the
