Mr, Schneller inquired as to the percentage of University
of Comnecticut studenta who were receiving schelarship or
financial aid, The President offered to secure this
information and to make it available,

The President reported on & communication received on
July 13, 1959 from the main office of the General Electric
Company. This communication indicated that "There are
approximately one hundred and fonrteen degree holders from
the University of Connecticut who are working for the
General Electric Company,'' The President intends to call
this matter to the attention of the Alumni Secretary since

the scholarship program of the General Electric Company
provides for company matching of alumni contributions and
gifta to the Alma Mater,

Mr. Fuller indicated that he was anxious tc become mors
active in contacting business and industrial organizations
for contributions to the University for research and related
activities, In this connecticn, the President agreed to
forward to Mr, Fuller a copy of a Tecent statement entitled
"Voluntary Support of Public Colleges and Universities,
Copies of this statement were distributed to each Trustee
at the Board meeting on July 18, 1958,

THE BOARD VOTED to approve the following research
projects to be carried on by the University and financed
by the agency indicated:

The matter of the Presidentts salary was included in the call
for the July meeting, After discussing the President's
salary, THE BOARD VOTED to adjust his base salary to
$22, 500, effective July 1, 1959,with instructions that the
necessary forms be processed in the usual mannex;

The President discussed with the Trustees a resolution of the
Connecticut State Council of Machinists with respect to the
continuation of the Labor-Management Institute. The President
also reported on 2 meeting with Mr, Mitchell Sviridoff and

Mre; Greenberg, representing the CIO-AF of L Council,

The Council urges the University to continue the Labors-
Management Institute as essential in serving labor-management
and the genoral public,

The President indicated that the matter would be given careful
study,

The President discussed bricfly 2 report from the Admissions
COffice as of July 8, 1959, The highlights of the raport are:

Number of applications as of July 8, 1959 - 7297

This 1s an increasc of almost 700 over one year ago on the
same date,

The University is no longer sending admisasion letters to
quatified applicants, As of the date of the Governor!s directive
to reserve funds, the numboer of admissions to the main campus

at Storrs had reached 3316 or an increase of about 300 over

a year a2gc on the same date, No more than 2000 new students
can be accommodated at the University and the branches in
September;, Admission letters to the four branches totaled 521
as compared to 426 a year ago on the sama date,

Paid Fees for Storrs as of July 8 totaled 2075,

Summer Scssion Registration, The summer session enrollmont
of degree students totaled 2474, This is an increase of

about 200 over one year ago, This does not include the many
thousands who will be attending short courses, conferences and
institutes scheduled during the summer.

Several Trustees expresscd concern over the Faculty Senate
recommendation of March 9, 1959 which provides that "new
admissions to the University beginning in September of 1960
shall be on the basis of giving first preference to those standing
in the top 20% as determinced by rank in class and college
boards,; " The President indicated that no publicity or statements
in catalogs or announcements would be made with reference to
this until the Board had had an opportunity to review all the
implications of such a provision,

The President presented a recommendation from the
University Busincsgs Office for nccessary adjustments in rents
for all rental properties occupied by University employees,
The new rates will be approximately an increase of 8%. Al
rental properties must be self-supporting, including all direct
costs as well as all costs of amortization and interest charges,
THE BOARD VOTED to approve the recommendation and to
make the new rates effective as of September 1, 1959,

A guestion wasg raised about the health of Mr, L, Ci Riccio,
University Comptroller, and his return to full-time service
at the University, The President reported that Mr, Riccic's
physician had indicated to Mr, Riccio and tc the President
that Mr. Riccio should not return to fulletime employment
gsince he had suffered his third heart attack in three year's
time. Mr, Riccio has beeni absent more than six months of
the current year, about four months a year ago, and about
four months two years agos The President was instructed
to communicate with Mrx. Riccio to indicate that a final
resolution of the matter would have to be made not later than
September 1.
