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There was a discussion of the Hicks*® will. IT WAS VOTED
that the President be requested to obtain as complete
and definite information in regard to the Hicks' will as
is available at pregent in order that the Board may take
intelligent action, and that this information be put in
writing by the trustees of the Hieks' will.

Dr. Works stated that his resignation was in the hands of
the chairman.
