In sotting up this budgst, hs shall attempt to astablish a contingont
fund of at loast $5000 for the Division of Instruction and Plant
Maintsnance, 1500 for Bxtinsion and $1000 for the Station.

2, Thore shall bs no inercases in eselariss of any omployecs of the
collcgs exeomt those made mandatory by action of thoe lugislaturs
or of thz Board of Financc and Control, or cxecut in individual
caszs considrad and approvad by thz Beoard of Trustzes or the
Bxecutive Committaa of th: Board.

3. Ths President and Comptrollzr shall propare a statom:nt to boe
pr2gantad to the Board of Finances and Contrel, asking for author-
ization to draw unon the Contingsnt Fund of ths Stats 3oard of
Finance and Control for th: folloming or similar itoms:
