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4, The President submitied a letter from & committee
of the Vegetable Gardeners' Association requesting the Trustees
to undertake experimental work in vegetable gardening making use
of the farm, owned by the Connecticut Agricultural Experiment
Station at Mount Carmel,

The President reported that the Legislature of 1921
