AN ACT CONCERNING THE ESTABLISHMENT OF A TWC.YEAR FRACTICAL COURSE IN

AGRICULTURE AT THE UNIVERSITY OF CONNECTICUT

Be it enacted by the Senste and House of Representatives in General Assembly
convened:

Section 1z The Board of Trustees of The University of Connecticut is
hereby zuthorized to enter inte any agreement for the acceptance and
disbursement of trust funds for thHe establishment of a Two-Year Course
in Agriculture,

Section 2: DBe it further enacted that the Board of Trustees of the
University be authorized to accept money and income from such trusts
for the construction and maintenance of buildings and for scholarships
and instruction in said Iwo~Year Course in Agriculture.

Section 3: This Act to take effect upon its passage,
