The President discussed with the Board the awarding of suitable
certificates to those students taking the Engineering Teohni¢iaus
Course in Waterbury and other students enrolled in two year programs
administered by the Univeraity Extension service.

THE BOARD VOTED to authorize the President to prepare suitable certi-
ficates recognizing those students who have completed two year pro-
grams in University Extenzion.

Mr. Spencer asked the President if a recent review had been made of
the investments of University endowment funds. It was agreed that

the President would prepare & summary of investments of all funds.

This summary to be mailed to each Board member and the matter to be
discussed at the next repgular Board meeting.

The President mentioned that Miss Hicks has expressed concermn over
the fact that the $200,000 of Rateliffe Hicks money intended to
finance the Rateliffe Hicks dormitory was lying idle in the hank,
She feels quite strongly that the $200,000 shomld be invested. It
was suggested by Mr. Spencer that the money be invested in Govern—
ments bonds which would draw probably 1% or slightly less. It was
agreed that the President would discuss the matter with the Attorney
General and advige the Meriden trustees of the Attorney General's
decision regarding the investment of these funds.

The President discussed with the Board the possibility of ignoring
livestock quotas establlshed by the Board some time age. The food
situation 1s such that every effort should be made to step up
poultry, egg, pork, beef, milk, vegetable, and fruit production.
After the emergency the old quotas will be re-established. The
President explained that the Board had authorized putting farm cpera-
tions on a self-supporting basis. This has been discussed with the
Appropriations Committee, the Budget Department, and the Governor.

4 plan for putting production phases of the farm on a revolving fund
basis is now being developed. It will be necessary to increase farm
help if food production is to be stepped up. An attempt is being made
to secure the appointment of fifteen consciemtious objecters, five to
be aagsigned to the farm, five to custodial work, and five to work in
University kitchens,

THE BOARD APPROVED of the plans being made as outlined,

The President discussed with the Board the difficulties of securing

well trained men to fill positions of Plant Superintendent and Supervisor
of University Dining Hallg. The President stated that it might be ncces-
sary, imorier t~ pechre maalifind gedewms, Lo sfrerl do the G vm r to
approve selesti.ns found outside of the Merit System.

The President discussed the need for post-war scholarship funds. It
was agreed that the President would prepare a summary of existing
scholarships anad his recommendations for a poast-war scholarship plan.
This material to be sent out to the Board members for their information
and review and the matter to be discussed at the next regular meeting
of the Board.

The President discussed several bills which are now before the General
Aasembly., He advised the Board that he had oppesed passage of House
Bill 61 entitled "An Act concerning Reimbursement of Towns for Less
of Taxes on State-Owned Property."” The bill has now been reported
unfavoerably.

Several bills have been introduced having to do with entrance require-
ments snd post-war construction at the University. Because of the
sponsorship and the language of the bills, it was agreed that the
President would express disapproval of the bills,

Several bills have been introduced which only indirectly affect the
University. The Board advised the Presgident to contact a few legis-
lators regarding the bills but considered it unwise for the President
to appear at the hearings to express disapproval.

The President informed the Board of the selection of the University by
the War Department for the training of Army Specialists (Army Engineers).
Details of the contract are not availahle.

THE BOARD VOTED to authorize the President to sign a "no profit, no
loss, 4% plant depreciation payment" contract, and to sign other con-
tracts relating to the training of Amy Specialists for the War Depart-
ment, as the need arises.

The President has heen invited to attend a meeting in Boaston on
Wednesday, WMarch 10, to discuss with représentatives of the War Depart-
ment details of the engineering curriculum and details of the contract.

The President explained that the University has requeated a groas
budget for the blennium and that any Federal funds received for the
training of Army specialists will go into the General Fund as reim-
bursement unless requests for specialized training exceed existing
facilities, staff, and budget provisions, If this should happen, the
State will add to the appropriations of the University out of funds re-
celved from the Federal government. The Board was of the opinion that
"plant depreciation payments" should be earmarked when turned over to
the State so these funds can be made available to finance post-war
building and equipment replacement.

The President discussed the hearing of the University budget before
the Appropriastions Committee and presented each Board member with a
summary of the material presented,

The President summarized the cnrollment situation for the current
situation,
