Because of the absence of Messrs. Barker, Hook end Shig ee, it wes
decided to delay sction on the recommended chenges in the Laws and
By-laws, However, THE BOARD VOTED to epprove the following ammendment

because of the eerly sppeersnce of the University catalog which
comtains reference to an "Administrative Council®, It had been
expected that the recommended changes in the Laws and By-Laws would
have been acted upon before the sppecrence of the catalog:

"The Administrative Council consists of the dean of the university,
the deans of the various schoola end colleges, and the directors

of the various divisions. From time to time other members of the
gteff will be invited to participate when special problems are under
congideration. The Council serveg gg an advipory body to the
President on such matters as mey be brought te the attention of the

Council by the Preslident.®

THE BOARD VOTED to appoint Dr. Barker and the President a committee of
two to consider a request from the Junior College of Physical Therapy
(New Haven) for affiliation with the University, the committee to
report to the Board of Trustees at an early meeting.

THE BOARD VOTED to appoint Dr. Berker end Mr. Jorgensen a committee

of two to meke recompendations st an sarly meeting of the Board

covering the privete practice of physiclans employed end rppointed to N
the staff of the Student Health Diviston at the University of Connecticut.

The President presented & report presented te end epproved by
presidents of the six New England Land Grant Colleges meeting recently
in Boston. A copy of the report is made a metter of record in these
mirutes. THE BOARD VOTED to approve the following resclution:

"WHEREAS, the six Lend-Grent Colleges and Universities of the New
England region, namely, the University of Connecticut, the thiversity

of Maine, the University of Massechugetts, the Thiversity of New
Hempshire, Rhode Island State College, and the University of Vermont
and State Agriculturel College, have & common philoscophy of education,
and render similer services to the residents of their several states,
and :

'""HEREAS, there are many areas in which these institutions cen,
through cooperative effort, improve the effectiveness of their services,

‘avoid duplicetien of effort, and serve the residents of their states

and of the region to better effect,

"BE IT RESOLVED, that the Boord of Trustees of the University of
Connecticut records khereby its acceptonce of the principle of mutusl
interest and cooperation in such areas ss mey mutuelly be deemed
expedient, end further, indicates its willingness to sdopt such
pelicies snd programs as may be necessary for the implementation

of acceptatle proxrame of cooperstion between the several institutions.

The Precident discussed the leasing of land for the esteblishment
of a business center to serve the Uhiversity community. The Genersl
Assenmbly in 194} authorized the Bosrd of Trustees to get sside &
piece of land for this purpose. On Detober 15, 1947 the Trustees
appointed a committee composed of the Attormey Generel, the State
Comptroller and the President with power to sct to arrange for the
early leasing of land for & business center,
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THE BOARD VOTED to edd Mr. Lester Shippee to this committee =nd also
Mr. James B. Lowell, Commissioner of Finance. It wes the sense of
the meeting that the lease agreed upon should properly and adegquately
protect the interests of the University end the Stote.

11. The President advised the Board that the FPHA will soon "close out®
housing projects on college and university campuses. The FFA is
ettempting to "close out" temporary building projects on college
end university campuses. The FPHA has refunded $70,000 to the
University and ie expecting to refund sbout $6,000 more, these refunds
to cover the preparation of site s#nd installation of utilities for
the temporsry housing for veterans and alsc in lieu of lnatalling
screens fnd storm windows.

The FWA hap exhausted all funds ellotted to thst agency, Consgequently
three steel uildinge elreedy delivered to the University cempus

carmot be erected.

THE BOARD VOTED to authorize the expenditure of funda not to exceed
the amount of the refunds from the FPHA to cover the cost of erecting
three steel end cinder block bulldings as laboratories to meet the
needs of veterans.
