It was also voted that the report of the epecisl
comnittee to consider the expenditure of the speoial funds
of $10,00Q eppropriated by the last Legislature to encour-
age sheep industry in the State, be accepted and that Pres-
ident Beach be authorized to advise tho committee that, in
the opinion of the Trustees the money ghould not be ex-
pended in any wey in connection with the present Gllbert
Farm funds and that the Truéteea recommend the advisability
of conaldering the experimen£ at the College ahd in such
other localities as maj appear from time to time advisable.

VOTED: That President Besch be advimed to get
the opinion of the Attorney General regarding teachers'

and old age pensions.
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VOTED: That the letter from Dodd & Struthers
be referred to the President and the Treasurer for report

at the next meeting.
