The President submitted & brief outlining the need of
investigetion in Home Economles and recommends thet it
be referred to the Joint Purnell Committee for consider~
ation:

STATEMENT OF NEXD3 POR RESEARCH IN HOMY ECONQMICS
1.

The most preseing need in the development of
& home economics progrem for Connecticut is & thor-
ough e&nd concrete study of conditions ar they
cetuelly exist in Comnecticut farm homes. Neither
extension workers, teachers, nor eny cther group
working with the ferm homes of thls state can hope
to ettain the lergeet posgible degree of success
until they heve based their programs £nd methods
on s comprehengive lnowledge of home conditions
and stenderds of living in all sorts of farm homes.
The firet step In the development of a2 wsll-rounded
end effectlve progrem for improving living conditlons
on the ferm is, therefore, £ gstudy for determining
in detsil stenderds of living in the faerm home,

Just es in egriculture, £ sound unified pro-
grem of teeching, extension, and resecrch fulled
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to develop unt!l baslec resesrches were conducted
in ferm organization and mencgement, g0 in home
economice, studies of stendards of living and home
management must precede the effective epplicetion
of present existing subject mutter to the problems
of the fzrm home.

g,

It is generclly accepted faoct that for the
best results in both fields, tesching end resecrch
should g0 along gide by side. Home Eeconomics has
not reached that stage of development alreedy
attalned by the natursl sciences and to & large
degree by farm manegement and the sgricultural
sciences where teaching ecan be very largely based
on well-esteblished scientific conelusions, The
teacher of home sconomice still finds it neceswmary
to draw heavlly on personal ohservation, experience,
end opinion for the content of her courses, It is
therefore particularly Ilmportant that opportunity
be created for teachers and graduate students te do
origlnal work in developing the subject matter of
this science which is, in many respects, the most
important of all sciences to the welfare of men.

The insistent need for tae development of re~
gearch work in home economies Is recognized by the
FPurnell Bill Iteslf, by the Brlef flled by the
4sgoclgtion of Land Gre#t Collegeg in support of
the bill, and by the utterences of those other in-
dividuals and groups advoceting the passage of the
bill.

In the last enslysis, not farm profits, but a
more sagtisfactory life is the end of agricultural
activity,
