THE BOARD VOTED to epprove the minutes of the meeting of April 17, 1940,
THE BOARD VOTED to approve the following sppointments:

(£) Frederick 4, Mote, Jr., Instructor in Psychology, effective
September 15, 1940, salary $1500, replacing Dr. Heiser who
will be on sabbatic lesve

(3) William T. Grubn, Assistant Professor of Educatlon, effective
September 15, 1940, salary ¢£3,000, new sppointment

(4) Jonathan Schiller, Instructor in Music, effective September 15,
1240, salary &2280, replascing Mr. France who will be on sab-
betic lecve

THE BOARD VOTED to approve the following salary sdjustments,effective July 1,
1240;
(1} 5. Willard Price, Director of Unlversity Extension, Directer
of Summer Sesslon, Professor of Educsation, from §408B0 to {4560

(2) P, Roy Brammell, Dean of the School of Educetion, Professor
of HEducetion, from 4080 to $4440

THE BOARD VOTED that subject to the satisfeetory completion of the various
courses, the students ag recommended by the faculty for grzduation, be
granted the degrees indicated.

Mr. Alsop reported to the Bosrd on his conference with the Governor regard-
ing the Armory situation. Mlr. alsop stated that the Governor wes concerned
about the Armory .itustion and would do everything possible to allot
sufficient State money to be matched by a substantial Federszl grant for

the purgose of constructing an Arwory and Field House at the University.
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The President reported to the Board on a meeting he attended in the
0ffice of the Chief of Staff of the United States Army. The meeting
was devoted to a discussion of the R. 0. T. C, situation &t the
Universzity and the need for addifional facilities if the R. 0. T. C.
was not to be reduced toc an optional program. The representatives of
the Office of the Chief of Staff assured the President that they would
do everything possible to secure a substantial Federsal grent for an
Armory at the University and were definltely of the opinlon that they
would be successful in securing such a Federal grant. The Prusident
was informed that a new WPA bill was now before Congress and that it
was expected that it would be voted on within a week or ten deys. The
War Department wes not sure of the nature of the amendments, if any,
which would be attached to the bill, It wes declded that efter the
bill had pessed, Major Wilson, Liaison Officer between the War Depart-
ment and the WP4 would fly to Hertford and confer with the Gowvernor,
the Commissioner of Public Works and the President of the University
regarding details of & project for a new Armory at the Unlversity.
Mzjor Wilson in all probsbility will be accompsnied by Major Baldwin
and Mz jor Adsms.

THE BOARD VOTED that the President be suthorized and instructed as

& result of the report presented by him to confer with the Governor
regarding the Armory situation and to do everything posaible to secure
the construction of an Armory and Field House.

The President discussed with the Board the poseibility of using the
$450,000 fund now available for the construction of self-liquidating
dormitories as the Stete's sponsorts share for securing approximately
§375,000 of Federal WP4A money for the purpese of constructing an
Agricultural Industries Building. The matter was discussed &t considerable
length.

THE BOARD VOTED to authorize snd instruct the President to explore the
matter and to eall it to the attention of the nppropricte euthorities.
The President wus further szuthorized to do everything possible to secure
Federal funds for the construction of an Agricultur:l Industries
Building if approved by the Stote tuthorities.

A letter from Donsld Thomgen was rewd to the Board. The letter had

to do with action of the Executive Committes of the Fsirfield County

Farm Buresu pertaining to the re-sstablishment of the egricultursl

shoert courses. The matter was discussed st considerable length., No
action was taken, pending presentstlon to the Board of & report covering
the subject now in preparation by o committee of the agricultural faculty.

The program of Unlversity Extengion wae considered st great length. The
following sctlon wus tckeni

"In view of ths fuct thut the dormitery progrom of the Universi-
ty is still uncompleted and since it appears that such program
will be completed within the next University yesr,

THE BOARD VOTED that the program of Extension as’voted zt the
meeting of the Boord on September 20, 1939, with respect to
first and second year training in New Heven and Hertford be ex-
tended far the pext University year.®
