THE UNIVERSITY OF CONNECTICUT
Held in Stamford, Mavy 15, 1963

The Board met at the Stamford Branch of the University, where the

meeting was called fo order at 10:45 a. m. by the Chairman, Mr. Budds.
Those present were: Mesdames Bailey and Sterling, and Messrs. Bishop,
Budds, Donahue, Driscoll, Fuller, Gill, Holt, Ryan, and Watson.

Also present: President Babbidge, Vice Presidents Waugh and Evans,

and the Supervisor of the Stamford Branch, Mr. Wyllie.

Mr., Budds welcomed Mr. Wyllie to the meeting and thanked him for
the hogpitality shown by him and by his staiff.

Mr. Budds extended the congratulations of the Board to Mr. Driscoll
on the occasion of his nomination for membership on the State's Public
Utilities Commission.

THE BOARD VOTED tfo approve the minutes of the meeting of April 17, 1963.
Mr. Budds urged Board members to attend the University's Eightieth

Commencement on Sunday, June 9, 1963. Governor Dempsey expects to
be present, and Chief Justice Baldwin will deliver the Commencement address.

THE BOARD VOTED to approve the list of candidates for degrees with the
provision that the Registrar, the appropriate Dean, and the Provost may
withhold the name or names of any candidates who fail to meet all graduation
requirements on or before graduation day.

The President reviewed the qualifications of Dr. Robert Harvey who has

recently been appointed as Dean of the School of Business Administration,

The appointment is effective August 1, 1963.

President Babbidge recommended that the Board authorize the establishment
of an interdisciplinary Institute of Urban Research. This would not require
the establishment of new departments nor additions to the staff at this time.
The Institute would bring to focus the University's present considerable
resources and coordinate them for more effective use. Presumaply a Director

‘would be appointed on a half-time basis from our present staff.” Little or no
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budgetary provision would be necessary in the 1963-65 biennium.

THE BOARD VOTED to authorize the President to proceed with the establishment
of the Institute.

Mr. Donahue reviewed with the Board the splendid achievement of citizens
of the Stamford area, under the inspired leadership of Mr. Morgan P. Ames,
in raising over $443, 000 as matching funds for the development of the
University's Stamford Branch. The Board expressed its deep appreciation
to all those who had participated in the effort, and THE BOARD VOTED to
request President Babbidge to express to Mr. Ames the profound gratitude
of the Board of Trustees for his outstanding leadership in the development
of community support for the University Branch at Stamford. Mr. Ames'’
service as General Chairman of the U of C Branch Building Fund represents
a significant contribution to the strengthening of the University and will be
reflected in enlarged opportunities for succeeding generations of Connecticut
youth.

Mr. Budds spoke of the growing importance of the University's branches,
and emphasized the importance of securing funds from the General Assembly
for a building for our Hartford Branch. He urged members of the Board to
use their influence to this end, President Babbidge reported that the House
Comrmittee on Education has voted to recommend that funds be provided to
establish a branch of the University in southeastern Connecticut.

President Babbidge reported on legislative developments concerning the
medical and dental schools which make it appear that the state is now prepared
to proceed with the venture,

Mr. Budds reported that the Faculty members of the Trustee-Administration-
Faculty Commititee, speaking on behalf of the University Senate, had requested
premission for the Senate's Committee on General Scholastic Requirements

to meet with the Trustees or with a Trustee cornmittee to discuss the
regulation requiring some students to attend classes. Mr. Budds had given
assurance that such a conference would be arranged, and his decision on this
matter was supported by the Board. '

President Babbidge commented on the good relations which appear to exist
between the University and the various religious groups in the Storrs community.
He pointed out that the National Commission on the Place of Religion in Higher
Education is pasrticularly interested in the situation at public institutions.

He commented on the report which had been made to the Board on this subject

by a special committee in 1941, and suggested that possibly we are approaching
the time when this matier should be re-studied. The Board left the matter in
the hands of the President for his further consideration.
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15. Comrmissioner Gill expressed the appreciation of his Department for
assistance which the University had given. in identifying some 200, 000 shrubs
which are displaced by 2 highway development, and in providing nursery
space for them. President Babbidge replied that, while the University had
been happy to be of assistance, he had to confess that the action might have
been in some measure colored with self-interest.

THE BOARD VOTED to authorize the employment of Philip Masley

as Key Teacher in Vocational Agriculture at the Edwin Q. Smith School
at an annual salary of $10, 200 as an exception to the maximum provided
on the salary scale.

THE BOARD VOTED that, after consultation with his administrative
associates, the President is authorized to make such salary increases
to members of the professional staff as seem desirable from the funds
available for the purpose, and to make a subsequent report to the Board
of Trustees on the matter,

THI BOARD VOTED to authorize the President to employ deans of the
schools of Medicine and Dentistry when qualified candidates were secured,
and authorized the payment of salaries not to exceed $25, 000 per year

for each of these positions as exceptions to the salary scale.

THE BOARD VOTED to extend its thanks to the members of the Medical-
Dental Professional Advisory Commitiee for the energy and skill with
which they have performed their exceedingly difficult and highly useful
functions.

17. No other business appearing, the meeting was adjourned at 1:11 p.m.

After adjournment, the Trustees were taken on a tour of inspection of the
Stamford Branch by Mr. Wyllie.
