The Fresident reported that tle following ststement prepasred by
4, B. Brown, Secretary of the Board of Finanoe, wew submitted to
the Board of Control in connection with request for an gppropris-
ticn for equipment for the fruit storage building:

_ "In regponse Yo your requast of this morning I

have 1o0ked up the matter of request of the Connectlout
Agriculiurel College for equipment of cold storage build-
ing and beg to report as followsg: '

"Your request to the Staste Bosri of FPinange for
construetion, equipment, etc.,, Filed during Auguat
or September, 1924, and published on page 68 of their
report for 1925-27, does not comain an item for equip-
ment of cold gtorege bullding., House Bill 47B, the
original of which is on file in the office of the
Seorelary of the State, and a eopy of whiah I sm en-

- ¢loslng, makes certain changea im your original request
to this Board, among which i3 the addition of the
following: ¥"For equlpment of cold storgge building
Beventeen thousand five hundred and twanty~-two dcllars."

"4t the hearing on H.B. 475 and other college
matters, held before the Committee on Appropriations
Pabruary bth, 1925, you spoke as followas im regard to
thig ﬁ?em:—

ntmhe last item is equipment for frult storegs.
Two years ago We sgked for an appropriation for build-
ing and equipment and Wwe received an sppropriaetion of
$35,000 for building and equipment, It was less than
we asked for, but we drew plans for this building, re-
serving enough for equipment, and took the plans to the
Board of Conirol end ssked them if we should g0 shead
with this typs of building. We had ochanged the oon-~
struct lon end oheapened it, They inquired if 1t was
gatiafaoctory, and we 2aid "No, it is not". They gave
us suthority tc use the approprl eticon for the buildiag,
which i@ belng done, and sald when the sppropristion
was exhausted to come back ardd they would give us money
for the squipmeant, But the legisleture is now 1lh ses&ion
and you are the personse tc ask, I assuma.’

"My qplte definite recoliecetion is that alt the time
t¥s Appropristiona Commitie® took up the College appro-
priations in executive session they considered the re-
queste published in the Board of Finsnoee report, rather
than H.B., 475, esauming that bill was sinply filed as
additiohal protesction - es 18 done in many cases - and
covered the items published in our report. Iy minutes
of the sexecutive ae8zion of the Approvristionsa Commitiee
at which the items for Comstruction at the College covered
by Speoiel Act 366 of 1925 were approved, and notes made
by Mr. Covert on his Board of Finance report, would seem
t0 corroborate this, ag naither contsin sny nmention of
this request for equipment of cold storage building, as
I think would be the ocase had the regquest been oonsidered

and voted down., All indisations sre thst it was simply
overlooked.”

4, The Board of Control reported that they had no power to grent an
appropriation for equipment for the cold storage building ilnasmuch

a8 a request had beempresented to the General Assembly of 1925
and no action had bsen tsken by that body:

"At a meeting of the Board of Control om Qotober 29,
1986, the matter of sn appropriation for refrigerstion

equipment for the Conneetiount Agricultural College was
taken from the teble.

"IT WAS VOTED: thet, ingemuch ae this sppropristion had
been requestsd of the Genersl Assembly of 1926 and no
actlon had been taken by that body, this Boerd had no

power to grant Bueh an appropriation, and, therefore,
declined teo sot."
