YOTED: To refer the plans for the Perthologieal Building to Professor
Slate with a request for a statement as to the speciel uses for which
the building is to be constructed. Professor Slate was to be request-
ed to be present at the next meeting of the Board of Trustees, when
the placing ¢of the contract is to bs made a matter of business.

VOTED: To silgn the contraet with Charles Smith & Sons for the con-
straction of the Classroom Building, acting for the Board of Trustees.

: After discussing the quemtion of production of the dairy hexrd
at the Gilbert Farm, ¥r. ﬁough moved that Mr. Garrigus be asked to

gell the herd of cattle at Georgetown before June 1, 1928, After
discussion thils motion was tabled, with the understending that it would
be made & matter of busineas at a meeting of the Gilbert Farm Committee
to be held during January, at which meeting Mr. Garrigus is to report
the average production per cow and average production per hen for the
twelve months period from Jamuary 1, 1927 to December 31, 1927, TFig-
ures are also to be presented on the average cost per quart of milk
and such other data as is germane to this matter. Mr. Garrigus wsas
also requested to present a plan for future poliey in c¢ase the Board
of Trustees should approve of the plan to sell the herd.

An analysis of the Gilbert Farm account showed a cash balance
of $1393 remaining of e budget of $4500 for the year, Mr. Garrigus
agreed to cull hia herd and reduce the labor costs., With increased
productlon as & result of several cows about to freshen and inereased
production from the poultry flock, it was the opinion of Mr. Longley
that the farm could be mainteined until April 30th without drawing
on the Gilbert reserve fund.
