Reeent corrgspondence with the Commissivner of Finsnce was discussed ond
tlsa the need for the immeldi:te construction of these self-liquidzting
dormitories.

THE BOsRL VOTED thet it wrs the sense of the meetin: of tie Trusteas
that the erection of self-liquid: ting dermitories as provided in o statute
pussed ot the lsat scssion of the Gencrel Assonbly is urgently needed in
the best interest of the Unlvorsity end the Stzte of Connecticut. The
President is dirceted to expecite the ecrly construction of these ¢ormitories,
