POLICY MATTERS

THE BOARD VOTED to accept Mr. Spencer's recommendation that the ten shares
of Gold and Stock Telegraph Company ( a subsidiary of Western Union) be

sold and that the power to transfer be given to Mr. L. C. Riccio, University
Comptroller.

THE BOARD VOTED to authorize Mr. Spencer to investigate suitable issues for
the investment- of the pruceeds from ths sale of Geld and Stock Telegraph
Company shares (subsidiary of Western Union),

THE BOARD VOTED to instruct the President to write to Governor Raymond E.
Baldwin concerning the following urgent matters:

(1) The Board is gre«tly embarrassed and sericualy concerned over its
apparent lack of control or authority concerning the appcintment, selection,
pranction, adjustment of salaries and other matters pertaining te the profes—
sional staff of the University. This lack of zuthority has been brought
about by various interpretations of State statutes relating to the employment
of professional staff. The Board feels that its single, wmost important
function is its responsibility for the employment of the professional person-
nel. If it lacks this authority there is no reason for its existence,

%{2) Under present statutes the terms of each member of the Boara are for
periods of four years. Thus, theoretically, there could be & complete change
of Board membership in 2 single four-year period. Under an administration
less understanding snd wise than the present one, this might result in
manipulation of the Board of Trustees by political influences, as has been
the case in some otheér states. The Board of Trustees, would, therefore,
suggest for your consideration that some means be devised whereby the terms
of the Board could be staggered so that its complete membership cannot be
changed within & period of four yezrs,

"Knowing of your genuine and earnest interest in higher educetion, the
Board has asked me to submit these matiters to you for your careful
consideration.”

Note: A memorandum entitled Mfemorandum Con¢erning the Powers of the
Trustees of The University of Comnecticut" was attached to the letter
which went to the Governor.

The President, in discussing the entire situstion with respect to the
duties and responsibilities of the Board of Trustees, agreed to send each
trustee a copy of Section 169, Section BO4E and the Merit Act, indicating
for each onz the date of adoption.

THE BOARD VOTED to authorize Dean E, (G, Woodward to sign a cooperative
agreement with the United States War Food Administration, Office of Llabor,
having to do with the housing of emergency farm labor, providing that such
agreement does not impose upon the University financial or liability obliga-
tions of any kind.

THE BOARD VOTED to authorigze the President to make plans for the construction
of a suitable building to house a restaurant and soda fountain in one half

of the tuilding and in the remaining half to house a general store and barber
shop. '

THE BOsRD VOTED to accept the gift of two hundred dollars from Carl B. Brink,
Class of 1926, and instructed the President to write z suitable letter of
appreciation.
