The President presented to the Trustees comparative enrcllment
data prepared by the Office of the Registrar cn Cctcber 15, 1954.
This information is made a matter of record in these minutes.

The President presented to the Hoard of Trustees a request that
the "lnited Nations Room!' be renamed in honour of the late
George E, McReynolds. THE BOARD VOTED not to change the name
of this room but were unanimous in approving some form of
sultable recognitiocn for the late George E, McReynolds. The
President indicated that he would meet with several of ths
student leaders to review the matter,

THE BOARD FURTHER VOTED to consider and approve a policy at a
later date to cover the naming of rooms or facilitles in
existing buildings,

The President presented the f oll&hring more-or-iess related
matters:

{a) Institutional membership in the American
Mathematical Socliety.

(v} Purchase of reprints for steff membhers.

(c) Payments to various learned journals of page
charges for material which they publish which
was written by mambers of our staff.,

THE BOARD VOTED not to appreve the allotment of funds for the
above at this time, The Prasident was requested to have the
matter carefully studiad and to report at a later meeting on
the policy follewed &t other institutions and ales the full
inpect on the University budget if these matiers were financed
out of the Univeraity budget.
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13. The President presented a reselution of the faculty of the
College of Arts and Sciences concerning the untimely death
of Dean McReynolds. THE BCARD VOTED to receive the resolution
and record it in the files of the Board,

l;, The President discussed the installation of milk dispensers
in dormitoriea. During the discuseion, it was indicated that
Cocg Cola dispensers ars placed in most of the dormitories,
cne per unit. These machines are provided by the Coca Cola
Company, serviced by the Company, and the University realizes
between $10,000 and $12,000 per ysar for the financial aid
and scholarship fund.

It was further noted that the installation of milk dispensers
would be at the expsnse of the University and would require

an expenditure of funds in tha amount of $651-$8L5 per machine.
It wanld also require installation of special equipment by

the University in the amount of $3200 in the Deiry Manufacturing
plant. The thiversity would, of necessity, assign a University
muployee to service the machines. In all probability, instead
of realizing funds for the University scholarship and financial
ald fung; it would reeult in a net loss in the operation of the

equipment ,

THE BOARD VOTED to table the matter of milk dispensers pending
further study.

15. The President presented a request for the Board’'s approval to
issue topcoats as appropriate winter outer gapments for
members of the Advanced Air Force R,Q.T,C. All but $10.00
of the cost of the coat would be earmned by the Advanced R.0,T.C.
student as commitation. A charge of $10,00 would be made
against each student enrolled in the junior class to pay for
the cost of the garment,

THE BOARD VOTED to approve a fee of 310,00 for each student
in the AFROTC enrolled in the Advanced course to pay the
difference between the earmed commutation and the actual cost
of the coat,

THE BOARD FURTHER VOTED that in the event a atudent is releaced
from the Advanced Air Force R.0,7.C. course for whatever reason,

he may retain the topeoat by peying the ference betweern "3, -
the actual cost of the coat and the fee ?E%E:OO- d“_ﬂ;z,_,___

16, The President presented a request frem the Women's Student
Government Association indicating an interest in naming the
woiten's regidences in "Project D.V

THE BOARD VOTED te appoint Mrs. Mackie and Mrs. Mshoney as a
committee of two to meet with the Asaistant Director of

Student Personnel in charge of Wemen, the Director of Women's
Dormitories, and the officers of the Wamen's Student Government
Association to congider the matter,
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The President pressnted to the Board of Trustees the report
of the special comittee of the College of Agriculture pertaining
to nine and eleven months appointmenta.

THE BOARD VOTED to refer this report to the Specisl Finance
Committee of the Board of Trustees for the consideratiom of
this conmittee and a report by this oommittee to the full Board
at a later meeting, .
The President presentesd to the Board of Trustees a communication
fyom Professor A. I, Mann regarding the 'right for the University
to go on %o property which is now mine, for the purpose of
obtaining gravel." This Uright' was given to the University
many yoars ago. The Iniversity has not exercised the right,
however, since the gravel pit is no longer cperative. THE BOARD
VOTED to waive the "right of way" over the reaidentlal property
or A. I. m.

The President discussed the expense of constructing student
parking lots and the expense of maintaining and supervising
student parking lots. Most institutions of higher leaming,
whether publicly or privately supported, now require a semester
fee to oover the cost of issuing "car privilege cards’ and for
paricing approved student cars in campus parking lots,

THE BOARD VOTED to approve a fee of $5.00 per student per semester
for parking the student cars in studant parking lots, the new
foe to be effective the beginning of the 1955-56 academic year.

The President discussed the extension of the breakage fee
required of all undergraduate students to graduste students,

THE BOARD VOTED to approve the extension of the present breakage
fee to include graduate students but for those students who are
full time resident graduate students occupying University
repidence halla.

The President presented to the Board cammmications from

Dean W, Harrison Carter, Civilian Coerdinater of R.0.T.C. programs,
from Colonel H. B, Frederick, Professor of Military Science and
Tactics, and from Harry H. Kozikowsid. This correspondence
pertained to 3 request on the part of H H. Kozikowsidl to

drop Military Salsnce 225 (Advanced Courss), Mr. Kozikowskl's
faculty adviser, the Director of the Division of Student Personnel,
and Tean Carter all approved of the student's request., DBecause

of tha contractual relationships between the young man and the
Federal govemment, this approval should not have been granted,

THE BOARD VOTED, however, to approve the dropping of the course
by Mr. Kosikowski with the understanding that (a) he meets all
financial obligations involved in hie original contractual
obligation, and (b} that this action does not establish a
pracedent. ,
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The President presented a requast from the Director af the
Division of University Extension and Sunmer Session for
"Upward adjustments" of summer asssion ealaries and of salaries
for teaching extension courses.

Since thesze recommandations were net incorporated in the budget
requasts now befpre the fiscal authorities of the state for
pressntation to the new Governor and the Gensral Assembly,

THE BOARD VOTED not to approve thess recommendations at this tims
and to refer the matter t¢ the Special Finance Committee of the
Board of Trustees for consideration at a later time,

The President advised the Board of a commnication from the
Attorney General dated November 19, 195/ pertaining to the
proposed contract with the University of Connecticut Ressarch
Foundation and the Research Corporation of New York,

The Attorney General suggested that the officers of the University
Ressarch Foundation be voted by the Board of Trustees and that
these officers be the President of the University and the
Comptrolier of the University. He also suggested the following
changes in the form of the contract:

1. '"The Foundation should accept the contract on page 5 of the
duplicate originals in the following form:

and to the subject matter of this assignment, subject only
to any rights acquired with respect thereof by any third party."

THE BOARD VOTED to appoint the President of the University as
the President of the Ressarch Corporatien and Mr, L, C. Riccio,
Iniversity Comptroller, as the Comptroller of the Foundation,

THE BOARD FURTHER VOTED to approve the changes in the form of
the contract as suggested by the Attorney General.

The student activity fee was again discuased, THE BOARD VOTED
to refer the matter to the Special Finance Committee of the Board
of Trustees.

- THE BOARD FURTHER VOIED that Messrs. Watson, Ryan, and Belden

would disouss the deliberations of the Special Finance Committee
with the President of the Student Senate, the editor of the
Campus, and the Treasurer of the Student Senate,

The President discussed the necesaity for the appointment of

an official psychietrist who could be called in to give official
Judgments in the case of disturbed persons, either ataff or
students, The President was authorized to take such steps as
are necessary to secure the services of a peychiatrist at one

of the State's institutions who could serve as the official
psychiatrist for the University.

The President advised the Board of Trustees of the death of
Mrs. Mary Kumpf, late of Wilton, Connecticut. The exscutor of
Mrs. Kumpf's estate has notified the President that she willed
her property to the University. This property consists of ten
acres of land and all buildings and improvements therecn and
appurtenances thereto, together with all tangible personal
property located on said property or in said buildings.

The President advised the Board that he would visit the executor
of the estate and advise the Trustees at the next meeting more
specifically about the terms of the will.

The President advised the Board of Trustees that a large tree
dangeroua to the Telephone Company bullding and to Iniversity
property has been removed by the Highway Department on request
of the President.

The President advised the Trustees that the Governor-elect and
his staff will visit the University on December 2nd to review the
budget requeasts approved for presentation by the President and
in accordance with the action taken by the Trustees on
