2, THE BOARD WOIED by meil to approve the sale of the Fhammacy School
property (including land and buildings} at 150 York Street, New
Haven, for the sum of §$70,000 to the Jewish Cammunity Center of
New Haven, The sale value of $70,000 is accepted., In accordance with
Section 31d of the 1955 Supplement to the General Statutes and
Section 353f of the 1941 Supplement to the Gemeral Statutes, Governor
Ribicoff has approved this sale and the State Treasurer hes signed
the dﬂaio

3, A statement on "Residence" for catalog purposes was presented to the
Septanber mesting of the Board, At that time it was voled to table
this statement for later consideration,

The President reported that the New England Regional Bosrd on Higher
Education wished to make minor changes in this statement and that
the amended statement would be presented to our Board of Trustees at
a later meeting,

L4e The President called the Trustees! attenilon to the Second Report of
the Presidentts Committee on Education Beyond the High School {final
report), Because of the attention the report is receiving, the
President will attempt to secure copies for each Trustee,

5. The President presented a request from the Southern New England
Telephone Company for approval by the Board of Trustees for the
installation of underground condult along the north edge of the
North Eagleville Road froam Route 195 to a point in the vieinity of
the Lakeside Apartments, Mr, Riccio, University Comptroller, in &
letter addressed to the President called attention to the possibility
that the power lines of the Connecticut Light & Power Company would
also be involved in the matter of placing power lines in conduits in
the same area,

Since this is & matter of importance to the University for improved
service to the University, THE BOARD VOTED to give approval to the
instaliation of underground conduit by the Southern New England
Telephone Company and by the Connecticut Light & Power Company whers
advantages to the University of such installations are indicated., No
additional expense to the University is imvolved,
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The President presented to the Board a report from Provoat Waugh
on the request of David Behnke for exemption from the military
science requivement on the basis that he was a conscientious objector.

THE BOARD VOTED to accept Provost Tiaughts reconmendation amd to
axempt David Behnke from the Universityls compulsory military
requirement,

The President reported to the Board that the Faculty Senate had
completed a review of compulsory atterdarce. It was decided that
the report of the Faculty Senste would be reviewed by a comuittee
comprising Mrs.Mahoney and Mr. Watson, with Mrs. Mahongy serving

as chairman, This comittee was asked to report at & later meeting,

The President reported to the Board that certain studies of interest
to the Board were comducted by the American Assoclation of Land-Grant
Colleges and State Universities during the last few months and the
reports on these atudies were made to the Aseociation delegates at
the meetings held in Denver on November 10-14,

Since these reports concern matters of importance to the Trustees,
the President agreed to duplicate and forward the following materials:

(a) State support, fees, salaries, non-resident restrictions,
and public junlor calleges;

(b) Finencing of academnic uildings at state-supported
institutions;

(¢) Salary data for Presidents, Deans and faculty in Land-Grant
colleges and state universities,

These reports will be carefully reviewed by the Special Finance
Comittee of the Board of Trustees In comnection with the Finance
Canpittee’s report and recommendatione to the Board of Trustees at
the January mesting with rewmpect to resident and nonw-resident fees.

The Trustees discussed at great length the communication addressed to
the Board of Trustees on November 4, 1957 in which the President
covered the following:

After long discussion, THE BOARD VOTED to instruct the President to
gecure &s gsoon as possible an Administrative Vice President to assist
him in the administretion of the Unlversity. THE BUARD FURTHER VOTED
that the Administrative Vice President should be appointed as a
member of the faculty and at a salary of not less than $15,000.

THE BOARD FURTHER VOTED (1) to increase the salary of the University
Provest, Albert E, Waugh, by $960 effective October 4, 1957; (2) to

increase the salary of the University Comptroller, L. C. Riccio, by
$960 and to request of the Personnel Board that the position of
Comptroller be raised from Group XIV to Group XV effective

October 4, 1957; and (3) to increase the salary of the Apsistant
Comptroller by two steps and to request of the State Personnel Board
that this position be moved from Group XIII to Group XIV effective
October 4, 1957.

THE BOARD VOTED, because of the importance of the services of the
University and the relation of the Comptroller's Office to all parts
of the Universityls program, that the position of University
Comptroller be changed from the classified service to the professional
service with faculty stetus,

The President agreed to forward & number of statements which he
assisted in preparing which bear on matters of great aignificance
and implication for higher education, These statanents are
entitled:

The President reported that "The Wide, Wide World®, produced by
NBC~TV, would soon present & one hour Sunday program 3dentifying
the basic research potentisl of American colleges and universities.
The President agreed to drop & note to each Trustee calling
attention to the specific date of this production when it is known,

The President reported that he served on a committee which may
result in a second "Wide, Wide World" production by NBC which will
attempt to dramatize the urgency of greater expsnsion and support
of higher education in the national interest, The President agreed
to notify the Trustees of the date for this production when the
date has bheen decided.

The President reported to the Trustees that the University has, for
the first time in twenty-odd years, encountersd an acereditation
problem, This problem has to do with the continued acereditation
of the University Law School in Hartford.

The President reported that the Acerediting Committee of the

American Par Association has identified the University of Cornecticut
Law School as a marginal acheol, The specific wesknesses as
