3. The Trusteosiof the Collcge arc roquir-
od to certify to thc County Commissioners in cach county
the amount of funds rcecivod by the asgociation of said
eounty under the provisions of the Smith Lover Act and the
amount of funds recelivcd by said assoclation from other

sources. (Section 1 angd Section 4 of Chapter 326)."

tion 1 and Section 4 of Chapter 326.

The President waeg asked to get the approvsl

of the Attorney General on the above matters.
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VOTED: That in accordance with Se:tion 84
of the General Statutes, the Comptroller be requested
to invite architects to submit to the Trustees com-
petitive plans, specifications and estimates for the
cost of construction of & Woman's Building, a Men's
Dormitory and a Science Hell for the Connecticut Agri-

cultural College.

Following the report that the contract with
the Willimantic Electric Lighting Company expires |
January 1980, it was voted to authoerize Mr. Longley to
confer with the Willimantic Electric Lighting Company
and report at the next meeting of the Board in regard
to a renewal with said company for furnishing eleectrie

current. to the College for lighting and power purposes.

VOTED: That the guestion of Mr. Longley's
salary be referred Lo the Administration Committee with

power.

VOTED: To authorize Mr. Beach to take up the
matter of a co-operative store at the COIIége with the

Student Body and report at the next meeting.

VOTED: That the President be authorized to
present the report of Mr. Baker regarding State Funds
of July 1, 1919 to the Board of Finance and the Attorney

General for their opinion.
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On the récommendation of President Beach it
wag voted that the following nemed persons be delegated
to repreéent the College at the‘Thirty—third Annual Cori-
vention of the Association of American Agricultural
Colleges and Experiment Stations to be held in Chicago
beginning November 12th:- l
