1. IT VA3 VOTTD: to accept with regret the resignas-
tiop of Mr. John L. Iughes, whose health is so poor that
he finds it necessary to resign his position as Associgte
Professor of Chemistry. Resigration to be effective
December 31, 1929, '

&, IT WAS VOTED: to pame the new ladoratory now
under construction "Atwater Laboratory”.

3. IT WAS VOTED: to accept with regret Frofessor
Whesler's application for retirement. He wishes to retire
at the end of the college year and to receive the Htate
peusion,

The feollowing letter wasg received from lir. Charles
4. Wheeler and accepted.

"Dear President ‘orks:

In the event that I shall be retired on State
pension at the end of the college year, I agree not
to engage in college or school work elsewhere.

I have no present intention of working at a
Salary anywhere but in case I should be employed

for a pericd of a year or more at a substantial salery

I agree to relinquish, or refund to the State, any
pension payments made ocovering that period.

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4. TID UWAS VOTED: to approve the recommendation of the
Ixecutive Committee that a building sixteen feet in width
and the length of the faculty dining room be built from plans
made by lr. Perry and to be epproved by the Bxecutive Committee.

5. 1IT WAS VOTED; to approve the recommendation of the
Executive Committee for & shed to be built %o serve as head-
quarters for the Horticulture and Grounds Departments.

6. IT YAS VOTED: to approve the retaining wall and the
general plans for this building.

7. IT WAS VOTED: that President Works notify Mrs. Held
that the College could not accept her generous offer of the
gift of one gtallion. _

8. IT WAS VOTED: to reconsider previous motion to spend
$1800.00 for the installation of a set of chimes in the belfry
of the Congregational Church from the Dunham Fund.

9. IT WAS VOTED: that the Board of Trustees approve the
expenditure of the sum of $10,500.00 from the Dunham Fund for =
set of sixteen tubular chimes to be placed in the bhelfry of the
Congregational Church provided the Church society pays for the
cost of the clock. Chimes to be known as the Dunham Memorial
Chimes as previously voted.

10, IT WAS VOTZD: that the Chairman of the Executive Committee
be authorized to execute a deed, for a tertain piece of land,
with the Town of Maisfield, situated nesar the Town Hall at
Spring Hill.

11. IT WAS VOTED: that the Theta Sigma Chi Fraternity bve
granted permission to comnect with the college sewer at the
usual yearly charge.

12. IT WAS VQTED: that Dr. Meredith be asked to represent
the Board of Trustees at the banquet or Friday, November B8th,
at the inauguration of Dr. VWorks as President of the College.

13. 7President Works was requested to investigate the two-
Year course in sgricul ture as given by other colleges and to
report to the Board at their Decenmber meeting.

14. IT WAS VOTED: that the plans and policies desling
with sabbatic leave as submitted by Pregident Jorks be
approved and put into effect immediately.
