Discussion of the question under consideration - ramely conditiona arising
out of the action of the Board on April 17th - was openad by the prasident with

a statement of his own point of view, favoring ultimate rescinding of the

resolution. In the ensuing discussion it was pointed out that while ultimate
rescinding might be advisable, it was questionable whether immediate reseinding
would be advantageous. A motion was presented recommending delay as follows;

The president is authorized to adviss ths faculty committee
that the committee mey feel free to report to the faculty such
facts concerning the conference with the Beard of Trustess on
July 31, 193E as said faculty committes may determine. The
president also is authorized to advise said faculty cormmittes
that the subject matter discussed by tha faculty committes at
the conference with the Board of Trustes2s on July 31, 1935 is
racaiving tha consideration of said Beard in anticipation of
sthszquent action.

In opposition %0 this point of viaw the following motion was prasanted

favoring immediaste rescinding;

Aftor a numbor of confarancsa with thz presideznt,
reprassntetivas of the faculty and student body, tha Roard
of Trustees have bacom: eonvineed that the nzeasaity for
taking action on April 17th no longer exists and ths Board
is cqually convinczd that the prasidsnt, faculsy and studsnt
body sara sbls to deal with aectivitizs against the nams of
thz college, stats or nration. Thaz Board of Trustzss, thare-
fore, agrz: %o rascind the action.

From this point the discussion centsrad on t'1o quastion of immadiate action

as opposad to a dalay. After an axvrasssion of opinion from all the mambers

przaant and from tha presidant, ths motion rceommonding postponzd action was

tithdrawn, A4 n>~ metlon was vramsntad, szeondzd and nassed as folloms:
