IT WAS VOTSD that pending settlement of the proposed agreement with the
Gilbert heirs, the farm expenses be reduced to a minimum.

IT WAS VOTED that the Chair appoint a representative from the Board of
Trustees to confer with the Attorney-General as to the advisabhility of
furnishing a bond by the stats of Connecticut to protect the trustees
under the Gilvert will against any claims which might result from an
agreement, if and when an agreement shouid be =igned by them. Dr. Wood
appointed Mr. Buckley.

IT WA VOTED to defer the construction of the golf ceurse.

The Compiroller reported a reduction in the board rate from 85.45 to

IT WAS VOTED to deny the request of Professor Kirkpatrick for a reduction
of the entry fea for the IZgg Laying Contest from 330 to 325.

IT WAS VOTED to approve the appointment of L. A. Salter, Graduate Assistant
in Economies at 575 a month,

Registration information., It was informally agreed to stop further
rogistration. Relief for overcrowded departments wes to depend on
attitude of budget committee of the State Board of Finance and Contraol.
(Their attitude was favorable to auch additional appointments.)

IT WAS VQTED to accept the offer of the Rackville-~-Willimsntic Lighting
Company to survey without cocat to the colleoge our needs for light, heat,

and power, relative to the possible cost of gemerating power in our own plant.
