11. IT WaS VOTED to approve the following recommendaotion regarding the retirement
of Collegc employees: '

£ny person employed by the College, upon reaching eligibility for
penslon under the terms of the existing stztute, will be recommended
to the Booard of Trustecs for retirement from cetive service.

All employees and members of the foculty, upon reaching the age of

70 whose resident service has been satisfactory and whose term of
service has been at least 15 yeonrs, will be recommended to the Board
of Trusteas for leave of absence with half pay for such period of time
as may be necesgsary to atitain eligibility for peonsion, under the
exigting statute,

12. IT WAS VOTED to suthorize the President, under the plan outlined obove, to
tuke up with the Perscnnel Deparitment the retirement of Professor Dodge,
and leave of absence with helf poy for Dr. Gumbart.

It was decided thet the Prasident
should make & definite recommendation lster and that he should work with the
ittorney Generanl's office te clear up the matter of disposing of the Farm.

15. The President presented a recommendation for two amendments to the deed
covering the Willowbrook crea:

a. to cover transmission of property by wlll to members of the family.

It was the opinion of the Board that this should be » stotement of policy, not
to be contoined in the deed, znd that the President should work it out with
the Attorney General's office.
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b. appreoval of sourcea other thon those indiceted in the deed at present
for financing of construction, such sources to meet thc opproval of
the Attorney General and the Finance Deporiment of the State.
