The University will need to make early plans to provide for the 2000

freshmen enrolled in all undergraduate brencheas including the Storrs campus
before these sophomores become juniors, since the three offw-campus branches
are two-year programs only. Plang will also have to be made at onee to
take care of the 3000 freshmen who become juniors in 1948.

The most diffieult problem on the main cempus will be to provide for

1500 engineers or as many of these enigineers as will be juniors in 1947 and
1948. Twelve hundred are enrolled im Business Administpration, two thoussand
in Arts end Sciences. Enrollment in the other professional schools and
ecolleges are higher then pre-war but not emough 8¢ to cause sericus staff or
housing 4ifficulties in the form of offfcea laboratories, and class rooms.

IT *AS VOTED to ask the President to prepasre a report regarding the
construction of religious buildings near the campus on land to be
provided by the University, the President to go over the report with

-Trustees Suisman end lMeDonough, prior to its preaentation to the Board

at the October 23 mesting.

THE BOARD VOTED to spprove a few minor changes 1n the selary scheduls
as presented by the President. Coples of this revised schedule will De
nailed immedimtely to the Deens and Directors of all schools, colleges
end divisions,

The President reported on his correspondence with several reliable agencies
regarding the private financing of a faculty spartment building, a grocery
and menat retail store end a movie theatre. The Board favored this activity
upon the part of the President, The matter will be pursued further in s
report made to the trusitees et a later meeting.

The Fresident and !Mr. Ryan, Secretery of the Board, explained tc the
trustees the allotment of seven temporary wildings by the Publis Works
Adminiatration for non-housing use. Thess buildings are to provide offices,
¢less rcoomsg, leboratoriles, eviation ROTC and armory facilitiez., The -
University has been listed as the first institution in this region for
buildings to be allotted by the FWA. It was necessery for the President
and Mr. Ryan to aign certeln foms and dccuments. THE BCARD VOTED to
approve the actions of the President end Mr. Ryan, Secretary of the Board,
in signing Applicetions No. 6eV=1 as of August 20, 1946 and alao

authorized ithe President and the Secretary of the Board of Trastees to

sign eny further documents relating to the allotment of temporery facilities
by the Public Works Administyation.

The President presented & list of new bduildings nesded at the
University to teke ocare of students now snrelled on the main campus
end to provide for carrying out the Board's poliey of centrelizing
the physical facilities of the University at Storrs. In discussing
the need for expanding the physicel plant cf the University at
Storrs, THE BOARD VOTED to reaffirm its action of July 17, 1946
approving the "plan fer the physical expansion of the Storrs cempus®
prepared by Fred Meinsinger of Detroit, I!'lchigan, and elsc VOTED

%0 instruct the President to sdvige the University architects not
to plan duildinga for the front campus or the area east of Beach
Hell and Pome Econcomics bullding end between the North FEaglewille
Road and the campus rosd running sast and west betwesn Menchester
Hell and the Home Economice building and west of State Highway 195.

The President prsssnted to the Trustees & letter of instrucstions
afdregsed to Deans end Directors for the prepesration of estimates for
the biennium 1947-1943. The blannial budgst reguests will be presented
to the Board of Trustess for conslderation and action at the October 28
neeting.

The President discugssed the matter of perquisikes for the Pregident
and the recent instructions addressed to the Sete Auditor by the
Internal Revenus Office regarding tax exemptions on perquisites. THE
BO/RD VOTED to instruct iHr. Samuel Spencer, Vice President of the
Board, to address a letter tc¢ the University Comptroller mdvising

him of the reasons for the pergquisites veted the President and
sttaching thereto a ligt of the perquisites.

The trustees discussed et great length the presert administrative
set-up of the Storrs Experiment Station. It was the sense of the
discusaion that the present administretive set-up has not proven
satisfactory over the ysars. The president was instructed to address
a letter to the Becard of Contrel of the New Haven Experiment Station
advising this agency that the present plan of sharing a common
director has not proven satisfactory and since the University is now
making plans to expand its services to the State and to agriculture,
particularly, it becomes necessary for the University tc meke plans for
the full time administration of the Sterra Experiment Station by an
associate director whose residence will be at Storrs. The Board
requffsted the Praesident to ask Mr, Stemmons to prepare & very brief
statement outlining the history of the relstionship of the Storrs amd
New Haven Experiment Steticns.

The next meeting of the Board of Trustees will be held at the Hartford Club
at 11:00, October 23, 1946.
